And to this agree the 
words of the prophets; as it is written, After this I will return, and will build again the 
tabernacle of David, which is fallen down; and I will build again the ruins thereof, and I 
will set it up: That the residue of men might seek after the Lord, and all the Gentiles, 
upon whom my name is called, saith the Lord, who doeth all these things. Known unto 
God are all his works from the beginning of the world. Acts 15:14-18 
 
(All God’s works were finished from the foundation of the earth. We must walk in His 
work already created – ordained that we should walk in – Read Hebrews 1:10; 4:1-16 & 
Ephesians 2:10)

 Now the LORD had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from 
thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee: And I will make of thee a great nation, and I 
will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing: And I will bless them that 
bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.

And Abram passed through the land unto the place of Sichem, unto the plain of Moreh. And the 
Canaanite was then in the land. And the LORD appeared unto Abram, and said, Unto thy seed 
will I give this land: and there builded he an altar unto the LORD, who appeared unto him. And 
he removed from thence unto a mountain on the east of Bethel, and pitched his tent, having 
Bethel on the west, and Hai on the east: and there he builded an altar unto the LORD, and called 
upon the name of the LORD. And Abram journeyed, going on still toward the south. Genesis 
12:6-9 
 

UNTO THY SEED 
WILL I GIVE THIS LAND! 
WHO IS THE SEED? 

 
Even as Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to him for righteousness. Know ye 
therefore that they which are of faith, the same are the children of Abraham. And the 
scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the heathen through faith, preached before 
the gospel unto Abraham, saying, In thee shall all nations be blessed. So then they which 
be of faith are blessed with faithful Abraham. For as many as are of the works of the law 
are under the curse: for it is written, Cursed is every one that continueth not in all things 
which are written in the book of the law to do them. But that no man is justified by the 
law in the sight of God, it is evident: for, The just shall live by faith. And the law is not of 
faith: but, The man that doeth them shall live in them. Christ hath redeemed us from the 
curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that 
hangeth on a tree: That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through 
Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith. Brethren, I 
speak after the manner of men; Though it be but a man's covenant, yet if it be confirmed, 
no man disannulleth, or addeth thereto. Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises 
made. He saith not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which 
is Christ. And this I say, that the covenant, that was confirmed before of God in Christ, 
the law, which was four hundred and thirty years after, cannot disannul, that it should 
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make the promise of none effect. For if the inheritance be of the law, it is no more of 
promise: but God gave it to Abraham by promise…  
 
…For as many of you as have been baptized into Christ have put on Christ. There is 
neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for 
ye are all one in Christ Jesus. And if ye be Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and 
heirs according to the promise. Galatians 3:6-18; 27-29 
 
BAPTIZED INTO CHRIST!

THE LAND!!! 
 

And he went on his journeys from the south even to Bethel, unto the place where his tent had been 
at the beginning, between Bethel and Hai; Unto the place of the altar, which he had made there at 
the first: and there Abram called on the name of the LORD. Genesis 13:3-4    

 
And Melchizedek king of Salem brought forth bread and wine: and he was the priest of the most 
high God. And he blessed him, and said, Blessed be Abram of the most high God, possessor of 
heaven and earth: And blessed be the most high God, which hath delivered thine enemies into thy 
hand. And he gave him tithes of all. Genesis 14:18-20    
 

For this Melchisedec, king of Salem, priest of the most high God, who met Abraham 
returning from the slaughter of the kings, and blessed him; To whom also Abraham gave 
a tenth part of all; first being by interpretation King of righteousness, and after that also 
King of Salem, which is, King of peace; Without father, without mother, without descent, 
having neither beginning of days, nor end of life; but made like unto the Son of God; 
abideth a priest continually. Now consider how great this man was, unto whom even the 
patriarch Abraham gave the tenth of the spoils. And verily they that are of the sons of 
Levi, who receive the office of the priesthood, have a commandment to take tithes of the 
people according to the law, that is, of their brethren, though they come out of the loins of 
Abraham: But he whose descent is not counted from them received tithes of Abraham, 
and blessed him that had the promises. And without all contradiction the less is blessed of 
the better. And here men that die receive tithes; but there he receiveth them, of whom it is 
witnessed that he liveth. And as I may so say, Levi also, who receiveth tithes, payed 
tithes in Abraham. For he was yet in the loins of his father, when Melchisedec met him. If 
therefore perfection were by the Levitical priesthood, (for under it the people received the 
law,) what further need was there that another priest should rise after the order of 
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Melchisedec, and not be called after the order of Aaron? For the priesthood being 
changed, there is made of necessity a change also of the law. For he of whom these things 
are spoken pertaineth to another tribe, of which no man gave attendance at the altar.  For 
it is evident that our Lord sprang out of Juda; of which tribe Moses spake nothing 
concerning priesthood. And it is yet far more evident: for that after the similitude of 
Melchisedec there ariseth another priest, Who is made, not after the law of a carnal 
commandment, but after the power of an endless life. For he testifieth, Thou art a priest 
for ever after the order of Melchisedec. For there is verily a disannulling of the 
commandment going before for the weakness and unprofitableness thereof. For the law 
made nothing perfect, but the bringing in of a better hope did; by the which we draw nigh 
unto God. And inasmuch as not without an oath he was made priest: (For those priests 
were made without an oath; but this with an oath by him that said unto him, The Lord 
sware and will not repent, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec:) By 
so much was Jesus made a surety of a better testament. And they truly were many priests, 
because they were not suffered to continue by reason of death: But this man, because he 
continueth ever, hath an unchangeable priesthood. Wherefore he is able also to save them 
to the uttermost that come unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession 
for them. For such an high priest became us, who is holy, harmless, undefiled, separate 
from sinners, and made higher than the heavens; Who needeth not daily, as those high 
priests, to offer up sacrifice, first for his own sins, and then for the people's: for this he 
did once, when he offered up himself. For the law maketh men high priests which have 
infirmity; but the word of the oath, which was since the law, maketh the Son, who is 
consecrated for evermore.  Hebrews 7:1-28 
 

 
After these things the word of the LORD came unto Abram in a vision, saying, Fear not, Abram: I 
am thy shield, and thy exceeding great reward. And Abram said, Lord GOD, what wilt thou give 
me, seeing I go childless, and the steward of my house is this Eliezer of Damascus? And Abram 
said, Behold, to me thou hast given no seed: and, lo, one born in my house is mine heir. And, 
behold, the word of the LORD came unto him, saying, This shall not be thine heir; but he that 
shall come forth out of thine own bowels shall be thine heir. And he brought him forth abroad, 
and said, Look now toward heaven, and tell the stars, if thou be able to number them: and he said 
unto him, So shall thy seed be. And he believed in the LORD; and he counted it to him for 
righteousness And he said unto him, I am the LORD that brought thee out of Ur of the 
Chaldees, to give thee this land to inherit it. And he said, Lord GOD, whereby shall I know that I 
shall inherit it? And he said unto him, Take me an heifer of three years old, and a she goat of 
three years old, and a ram of three years old, and a turtledove, and a young pigeon. And he took 
unto him all these, and divided them in the midst, and laid each piece one against another: but the 
birds divided he not. And when the fowls came down upon the carcases, Abram drove them away. 
And when the sun was going down, a deep sleep fell upon Abram; and, lo, an horror of great 
darkness fell upon him. And he said unto Abram, Know of a surety that thy seed shall be a 
stranger in a land that is not theirs, and shall serve them; and they shall afflict them four hundred 
years; And also that nation, whom they shall serve, will I judge: and afterward shall they come 
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out with great substance. And thou shalt go to thy fathers in peace; thou shalt be buried in a good 
old age. But in the fourth generation they shall come hither again: for the iniquity of the Amorites 
is not yet full. And it came to pass, that, when the sun went down, and it was dark, behold a 
smoking furnace, and a burning lamp that passed between those pieces. In the same day the 
LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying, Unto thy seed have I given this land, from the river 
of Egypt unto the great river, the river Euphrates: The Kenites, and the Kenizzites, and the 
Kadmonites, And the Hittites, and the Perizzites, and the Rephaims, And the Amorites, and the 
Canaanites, and the Girgashites, and the Jebusites. Genesis 15:1-21  
  

  THIS LAND!!! 
 
 

And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the LORD appeared to Abram, and said unto 
him, I am the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfect. And I will make my covenant 
between me and thee, and will multiply thee exceedingly. And Abram fell on his face: and God 
talked with him, saying, As for me, behold, my covenant is with thee, and thou shalt be a father of 
many nations. Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram, but thy name shall be Abraham; 
for a father of many nations have I made thee. And I will make thee exceeding fruitful, and I will 
make nations of thee, and kings shall come out of thee. And I will establish my covenant between 
me and thee and thy seed after thee in their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be a God 
unto thee, and to thy seed after thee. And I will give unto thee, and to thy seed after thee, the land 
wherein thou art a stranger, all the land of Canaan, for an everlasting possession; and I will be 
their God. And God said unto Abraham, Thou shalt keep my covenant therefore, thou, and thy 
seed after thee in their generations. Genesis 17:1-9 
 

  THE LAND!!! 
 
By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he should after receive for an 
inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went. By faith he sojourned in the 
land of promise, as in a strange country, dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs 
with him of the same promise: For he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder 
and maker is God. Hebrews 11:8-10 

 
INTO A PLACE!

…These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and 
were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and 
pilgrims on the earth. For they that say such things declare plainly that they seek a country. 
And truly, if they had been mindful of that country from whence they came out, they might have 
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had opportunity to have returned. But now they desire a better country, that is, an heavenly: 
wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their God: for he hath prepared for them a city.

And it came to pass after these things, that God did tempt Abraham, and said unto him, 
Abraham: and he said, Behold, here I am. And he said, Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, 
whom thou lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; and offer him there for a burnt 
offering upon one of the mountains which I will tell thee of. And Abraham rose up early in the 
morning, and saddled his ass, and took two of his young men with him, and Isaac his son, and 
clave the wood for the burnt offering, and rose up, and went unto the place of which God had 
told him. Then on the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes, and saw the place afar off. And 
Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass; and I and the lad will go yonder 
and worship, and come again to you. And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering, and 
laid it upon Isaac his son; and he took the fire in his hand, and a knife; and they went both of 
them together. And Isaac spake unto Abraham his father, and said, My father: and he said, 
Here am I, my son. And he said, Behold the fire and the wood: but where is the lamb for a 
burnt offering? And Abraham said, My son, God will provide himself a lamb for a burnt 
offering: so they went both of them together. And they came to the place which God had told 
him of; and Abraham built an altar there, and laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his son, 
and laid him on the altar upon the wood. And Abraham stretched forth his hand, and took the 
knife to slay his son.  And the angel of the LORD called unto him out of heaven, and said, 
Abraham, Abraham: and he said, Here am I. And he said, Lay not thine hand upon the lad, 
neither do thou any thing unto him: for now I know that thou fearest God, seeing thou hast not 
withheld thy son, thine only son from me. And Abraham lifted up his eyes, and looked, and 
behold behind him a ram caught in a thicket by his horns: and Abraham went and took the ram, 
and offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son. And Abraham called the name of 
that place Jehovahjireh: as it is said to this day, In the mount of the LORD it shall be seen. 
And the angel of the LORD called unto Abraham out of heaven the second time, And said, By 
myself have I sworn, saith the LORD, for because thou hast done this thing, and hast not 
withheld thy son, thine only son: That in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will 
multiply thy seed as the stars of the heaven, and as the sand which is upon the sea shore; and 
thy seed shall possess the gate of his enemies; And in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth 
be blessed; because thou hast obeyed my voice. So Abraham returned unto his young men, and 
they rose up and went together to Beersheba; and Abraham dwelt at Beersheba.

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By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac: and he that had received the promises 
offered up his only begotten son, Of whom it was said, That in Isaac shall thy seed be called: 
Accounting that God was able to raise him up, even from the dead; from whence also he 
received him in a figure.

And Isaac intreated the LORD for his wife, because she was barren: and the LORD was 
intreated of him, and Rebekah his wife conceived. And the children struggled together within 
her; and she said, If it be so, why am I thus? And she went to enquire of the LORD. And the 
LORD said unto her, Two nations are in thy womb, and two manner of people shall be 
separated from thy bowels; and the one people shall be stronger than the other people; and the 
elder shall serve the younger. And when her days to be delivered were fulfilled, behold, there 
were twins in her womb.And the first came out red, all over like an hairy garment; and they 
called his name Esau. And after that came his brother out, and his hand took hold on Esau's 
heel; and his name was called Jacob: and Isaac was threescore years old when she bare them. 
Genesis 25:21-26 
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And Jacob sod pottage: and Esau came from the field, and he was faint: And Esau said to 
Jacob, Feed me, I pray thee, with that same red pottage; for I am faint: therefore was his name 
called Edom. And Jacob said, Sell me this day thy birthright. And Esau said, Behold, I am at 
the point to die: and what profit shall this birthright do to me? And Jacob said, Swear to me 
this day; and he sware unto him: and he sold his birthright unto Jacob. Then Jacob gave Esau 
bread and pottage of lentiles; and he did eat and drink, and rose up, and went his way: thus 
Esau despised his birthright. Genesis 25:29-34 
 

ESAU DESPISED HIS BIRTHRIGHT! 
 
Wherefore lift up the hands which hang down, and the feeble knees; And make straight paths 
for your feet, lest that which is lame be turned out of the way; but let it rather be healed. Follow 
peace with all men, and holiness, without which no man shall see the Lord: Looking diligently 
lest any man fail of the grace of God; lest any root of bitterness springing up trouble you, and 
thereby many be defiled; Lest there be any fornicator, or profane person, as Esau, who for 
one morsel of meat sold his birthright. For ye know how that afterward, when he would have 
inherited the blessing, he was rejected: for he found no place of repentance, though he sought it 
carefully with tears. For ye are not come unto the mount that might be touched, and that burned 
with fire, nor unto blackness, and darkness, and tempest, And the sound of a trumpet, and the 
voice of words; which voice they that heard intreated that the word should not be spoken to 
them any more: (For they could not endure that which was commanded, And if so much as a 
beast touch the mountain, it shall be stoned, or thrust through with a dart: And so terrible was 
the sight, that Moses said, I exceedingly fear and quake:) But ye are come unto mount Sion, 
and unto the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company 
of angels, To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, 
and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made perfect, And to Jesus the 
mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than 
that of Abel. See that ye refuse not him that speaketh. For if they escaped not who refused him 
that spake on earth, much more shall not we escape, if we turn away from him that speaketh 
from heaven: Whose voice then shook the earth: but now he hath promised, saying, Yet once 
more I shake not the earth only, but also heaven. And this word, Yet once more, signifieth the 
removing of those things that are shaken, as of things that are made, that those things which 
cannot be shaken may remain. Wherefore we receiving a kingdom which cannot be moved, let 
us have grace, whereby we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear: For our 
God is a consuming fire. Hebrews 12:12-29

pray thee, thy weapons, thy quiver and thy bow, and go out to the field, and take me some 
venison; And make me savoury meat, such as I love, and bring it to me, that I may eat; that my 
soul may bless thee before I die. And Rebekah heard when Isaac spake to Esau his son. And 
Esau went to the field to hunt for venison, and to bring it. And Rebekah spake unto Jacob her 
son, saying, Behold, I heard thy father speak unto Esau thy brother, saying, Bring me venison, 
and make me savoury meat, that I may eat, and bless thee before the LORD before my death. 
Now therefore, my son, obey my voice according to that which I command thee. Go now to the 
flock, and fetch me from thence two good kids of the goats; and I will make them savoury meat 
for thy father, such as he loveth: And thou shalt bring it to thy father, that he may eat, and that 
he may bless thee before his death. And Jacob said to Rebekah his mother, Behold, Esau my 
brother is a hairy man, and I am a smooth man:  My father peradventure will feel me, and I 
shall seem to him as a deceiver; and I shall bring a curse upon me, and not a blessing. And his 
mother said unto him, Upon me be thy curse, my son: only obey my voice, and go fetch me 
them. And he went, and fetched, and brought them to his mother: and his mother made savoury 
meat, such as his father loved. And Rebekah took goodly raiment of her eldest son Esau, which 
were with her in the house, and put them upon Jacob her younger son: And she put the skins of 
the kids of the goats upon his hands, and upon the smooth of his neck: And she gave the savoury 
meat and the bread, which she had prepared, into the hand of her son Jacob. And he came unto 
his father, and said, My father: and he said, Here am I; who art thou, my son? And Jacob said 
unto his father, I am Esau thy firstborn; I have done according as thou badest me: arise, I pray 
thee, sit and eat of my venison, that thy soul may bless me. And Isaac said unto his son, How is 
it that thou hast found it so quickly, my son? And he said, Because the LORD thy God brought it 
to me. And Isaac said unto Jacob, Come near, I pray thee, that I may feel thee, my son, whether 
thou be my very son Esau or not. And Jacob went near unto Isaac his father; and he felt him, 
and said, The voice is Jacob's voice, but the hands are the hands of Esau. And he discerned him 
not, because his hands were hairy, as his brother Esau's hands: so he blessed him. And he said, 
Art thou my very son Esau? And he said, I am. And he said, Bring it near to me, and I will eat of 
my son's venison, that my soul may bless thee. And he brought it near to him, and he did eat: 
and he brought him wine, and he drank. And his father Isaac said unto him, Come near now, 
and kiss me, my son. And he came near, and kissed him: and he smelled the smell of his 
raiment, and blessed him, and said, See, the smell of my son is as the smell of a field which the 
LORD hath blessed: Therefore God give thee of the dew of heaven, and the fatness of the 
earth, and plenty of corn and wine: Let people serve thee, and nations bow down to thee: be 
lord over thy brethren, and let thy mother's sons bow down to thee: cursed be every one that 
curseth thee, and blessed be he that blesseth thee. And it came to pass, as soon as Isaac had 
made an end of blessing Jacob, and Jacob was yet scarce gone out from the presence of Isaac 
his father, that Esau his brother came in from his hunting. And he also had made savoury meat, 
and brought it unto his father, and said unto his father, Let my father arise, and eat of his son's 
venison, that thy soul may bless me. And Isaac his father said unto him, Who art thou? And he 
said, I am thy son, thy firstborn Esau. And Isaac trembled very exceedingly, and said, Who? 
where is he that hath taken venison, and brought it me, and I have eaten of all before thou 
camest, and have blessed him? yea, and he shall be blessed. And when Esau heard the words of 
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his father, he cried with a great and exceeding bitter cry, and said unto his father, Bless me, 
even me also, O my father. And he said, Thy brother came with subtilty, and hath taken away 
thy blessing. And he said, Is not he rightly named Jacob? for he hath supplanted me these two 
times: he took away my birthright ; and, behold, now he hath taken away my blessing. And he 
said, Hast thou not reserved a blessing for me? And Isaac answered and said unto Esau, 
Behold, I have made him thy lord, and all his brethren have I given to him for servants; and 
with corn and wine have I sustained him: and what shall I do now unto thee, my son? And Esau 
said unto his father, Hast thou but one blessing, my father? bless me, even me also, O my 
father. And Esau lifted up his voice, and wept. And Isaac his father answered and said unto 
him, Behold, thy dwelling shall be the fatness of the earth, and of the dew of heaven from 
above; And by thy sword shalt thou live, and shalt serve thy brother; and it shall come to pass 
when thou shalt have the dominion, that thou shalt break his yoke from off thy neck. Genesis

Wherefore I was grieved 
with that generation, and said, They do alway err in their heart; and they have not known 
my ways. So I sware in my wrath, They shall not enter into my rest.) Take heed, 
brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief, in departing from the living 
God. But exhort one another daily, while it is called To day; lest any of you be hardened 
through the deceitfulness of sin. For we are made partakers of Christ, if we hold the 
beginning of our confidence stedfast unto the end; While it is said, To day if ye will hear 
his voice, harden not your hearts, as in the provocation. For some, when they had heard, 
did provoke: howbeit not all that came out of Egypt by Moses. But with whom was he 
grieved forty years? was it not with them that had sinned, whose carcases fell in the 
wilderness? And to whom sware he that they should not enter into his rest, but to them 
that believed not? So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief. Hebrews 
3:7-19

put your hand unto, ye and your households, wherein the LORD thy God hath blessed thee. Ye 
shall not do after all the things that we do here this day, every man whatsoever is right in his 
own eyes. For ye are not as yet come to the rest and to the inheritance, which the LORD your 
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God giveth you. But when ye go over Jordan, and dwell in the land which the LORD your 
God giveth you to inherit, and when he giveth you rest from all your enemies round about, so 
that ye dwell in safety; Then there shall be a place which the LORD your God shall choose to 
cause his name to dwell there; thither shall ye bring all that I command you; your burnt 
offerings, and your sacrifices, your tithes, and the heave offering of your hand, and all your 
choice vows which ye vow unto the LORD: And ye shall rejoice before the LORD your God, ye, 
and your sons, and your daughters, and your menservants, and your maidservants, and the 
Levite that is within your gates; forasmuch as he hath no part nor inheritance with you. Take 
heed to thyself that thou offer not thy burnt offerings in every place that thou seest: But in the 
place which the LORD shall choose in one of thy tribes, there thou shalt offer thy burnt 
offerings, and there thou shalt do all that I command thee. Notwithstanding thou mayest kill and 
eat flesh in all thy gates, whatsoever thy soul lusteth after, according to the blessing of the 
LORD thy God which he hath given thee: the unclean and the clean may eat thereof, as of the 
roebuck, and as of the hart. Only ye shall not eat the blood; ye shall pour it upon the earth as 
water. Thou mayest not eat within thy gates the tithe of thy corn, or of thy wine, or of thy oil, or 
the firstlings of thy herds or of thy flock, nor any of thy vows which thou vowest, nor thy freewill 
offerings, or heave offering of thine hand: But thou must eat them before the LORD thy God in 
the place which the LORD thy God shall choose, thou, and thy son, and thy daughter, and thy 
manservant, and thy maidservant, and the Levite that is within thy gates: and thou shalt rejoice 
before the LORD thy God in all that thou puttest thine hands unto. Take heed to thyself that 
thou forsake not the Levite as long as thou livest upon the earth. When the LORD thy God shall 
enlarge thy border, as he hath promised thee, and thou shalt say, I will eat flesh, because thy 
soul longeth to eat flesh; thou mayest eat flesh, whatsoever thy soul lusteth after. If the place 
which the LORD thy God hath chosen to put his name there be too far from thee, then thou 
shalt kill of thy herd and of thy flock, which the LORD hath given thee, as I have commanded 
thee, and thou shalt eat in thy gates whatsoever thy soul lusteth after. Even as the roebuck and 
the hart is eaten, so thou shalt eat them: the unclean and the clean shall eat of them alike. Only 
be sure that thou eat not the blood: for the blood is the life; and thou mayest not eat the life with 
the flesh. Thou shalt not eat it; thou shalt pour it upon the earth as water. Thou shalt not eat it; 
that it may go well with thee, and with thy children after thee, when thou shalt do that which is 
right in the sight of the LORD. Only thy holy things which thou hast, and thy vows, thou shalt 
take, and go unto the place which the LORD shall choose… Deuteronomy 12:5-26

And the LORD spake unto Moses, saying, Speak unto the children of Israel, saying, If 
any man of you or of your posterity shall be unclean by reason of a dead body, or be in a 
journey afar off, yet he shall keep the passover unto the LORD. The fourteenth day of the 
second month at even they shall keep it, and eat it with unleavened bread and bitter 
herbs. Numbers 9:9-11 

 
Thou shalt truly tithe all the increase of thy seed, that the field bringeth forth year by year. And 
thou shalt eat before the LORD thy God, in the place which he shall choose to place his name 
there, the tithe of thy corn, of thy wine, and of thine oil, and the firstlings of thy herds and of thy 
flocks; that thou mayest learn to fear the LORD thy God always. And if the way be too long for 
thee, so that thou art not able to carry it; or if the place be too far from thee, which the LORD 
thy God shall choose to set his name there, when the LORD thy God hath blessed thee: Then 
shalt thou turn it into money, and bind up the money in thine hand, and shalt go unto the place 
which the LORD thy God shall choose…  Deuteronomy 14:22-25

MT. ZION 

 
 
Observe the month of Abib, and keep the passover unto the LORD thy God: for in the month of 
Abib the LORD thy God brought thee forth out of Egypt by night. Thou shalt therefore sacrifice 
the passover unto the LORD thy God, of the flock and the herd, in the place which the LORD 
shall choose to place his name there. Thou shalt eat no leavened bread with it; seven days 
shalt thou eat unleavened bread therewith, even the bread of affliction; for thou camest forth 
out of the land of Egypt in haste: that thou mayest remember the day when thou camest forth 
out of the land of Egypt all the days of thy life. And there shall be no leavened bread seen with 
thee in all thy coast seven days; neither shall there any thing of the flesh, which thou 
sacrificedst the first day at even, remain all night until the morning. Thou mayest not sacrifice 
the passover within any of thy gates, which the LORD thy God giveth thee: But at the place 
which the LORD thy God shall choose to place his name in, there thou shalt sacrifice the 
passover at even, at the going down of the sun, at the season that thou camest forth out of 
Egypt. And thou shalt roast and eat it in the place which the LORD thy God shall choose: and 
thou shalt turn in the morning, and go unto thy tents. Six days thou shalt eat unleavened bread: 
and on the seventh day shall be a solemn assembly to the LORD thy God: thou shalt do no work 
therein. Seven weeks shalt thou number unto thee: begin to number the seven weeks from such 
time as thou beginnest to put the sickle to the corn. And thou shalt keep the feast of weeks unto 
the LORD thy God with a tribute of a freewill offering of thine hand, which thou shalt give unto 
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the LORD thy God, according as the LORD thy God hath blessed thee: And thou shalt rejoice 
before the LORD thy God, thou, and thy son, and thy daughter, and thy manservant, and thy 
maidservant, and the Levite that is within thy gates, and the stranger, and the fatherless, and 
the widow, that are among you, in the place which the LORD thy God hath chosen to place 
his name there. And thou shalt remember that thou wast a bondman in Egypt: and thou shalt 
observe and do these statutes. Thou shalt observe the feast of tabernacles seven days, after 
that thou hast gathered in thy corn and thy wine: And thou shalt rejoice in thy feast, thou, and 
thy son, and thy daughter, and thy manservant, and thy maidservant, and the Levite, the 
stranger, and the fatherless, and the widow, that are within thy gates. Seven days shalt thou 
keep a solemn feast unto the LORD thy God in the place which the LORD shall choose: 
because the LORD thy God shall bless thee in all thine increase, and in all the works of thine 
hands, therefore thou shalt surely rejoice. Three times in a year shall all thy males appear 
before the LORD thy God in the place which he shall choose; in the feast of unleavened 
bread, and in the feast of weeks, and in the feast of tabernacles: and they shall not appear 
before the LORD empty: Every man shall give as he is able, according to the blessing of the 
LORD thy God which he hath given thee.

And to this agree the words of the prophets; as it is written, After 
this I will return, and will build again the tabernacle of David, which is fallen down; and I 
will build again the ruins thereof, and I will set it up: That the residue of men might seek 
after the Lord, and all the Gentiles, upon whom my name is called, saith the Lord, who 
doeth all these things. Known unto God are all his works from the beginning of the 
world. Acts 15:14-18

And the LORD said unto Samuel, How long wilt thou mourn for Saul, seeing I have rejected 
him from reigning over Israel? fill thine horn with oil, and go, I will send thee to Jesse the 
Bethlehemite: for I have provided me a king among his sons…   …Then Samuel took the horn of 
oil, and anointed him in the midst of his brethren: and the Spirit of the LORD came upon 
David from that day forward. So Samuel rose up, and went to Ramah.  1 Samuel 16:1,13  

 
Again, David gathered together all the chosen men of Israel, thirty thousand. And David arose, 
and went with all the people that were with him from Baale of Judah, to bring up from thence 
the ark of God, whose name is called by the name of the LORD of hosts that dwelleth between 
the cherubims. And they set the ark of God upon a new cart, and brought it out of the house of 
Abinadab that was in Gibeah: and Uzzah and Ahio, the sons of Abinadab, drave the new cart. 
And they brought it out of the house of Abinadab which was at Gibeah, accompanying the ark 
of God: and Ahio went before the ark. And David and all the house of Israel played before the 
LORD on all manner of instruments made of fir wood, even on harps, and on psalteries, and on 
timbrels, and on cornets, and on cymbals. And when they came to Nachon's threshingfloor, 
Uzzah put forth his hand to the ark of God, and took hold of it; for the oxen shook it. And the 
anger of the LORD was kindled against Uzzah; and God smote him there for his error; and 
there he died by the ark of God. And David was displeased, because the LORD had made a 
breach upon Uzzah: and he called the name of the place Perezuzzah to this day. And David was 
afraid of the LORD that day, and said, How shall the ark of the LORD come to me? So David 
would not remove the ark of the LORD unto him into the city of David: but David carried it 
aside into the house of Obededom the Gittite. And the ark of the LORD continued in the house 
of Obededom the Gittite three months: and the LORD blessed Obededom, and all his 
household. And it was told king David, saying, The LORD hath blessed the house of Obededom, 
and all that pertaineth unto him, because of the ark of God. So David went and brought up the 
ark of God from the house of Obededom into the city of David with gladness. And it was so, that 
when they that bare the ark of the LORD had gone six paces, he sacrificed oxen and fatlings. 
And David danced before the LORD with all his might; and David was girded with a linen 
ephod. So David and all the house of Israel brought up the ark of the LORD with shouting, 
and with the sound of the trumpet. And as the ark of the LORD came into the city of David, 
Michal Saul's daughter looked through a window, and saw king David leaping and dancing 
before the LORD; and she despised him in her heart. And they brought in the ark of the 
LORD, and set it in his place, in the midst of the tabernacle that David had pitched for it: and 
David offered burnt offerings and peace offerings before the LORD. And as soon as David had 
made an end of offering burnt offerings and peace offerings, he blessed the people in the name 
of the LORD of hosts. 2 Samuel 6:1-18

And David made him houses in the city of David, and prepared a place for the ark of God, and 
pitched for it a tent. Then David said, None ought to carry the ark of God but the Levites: for 
them hath the LORD chosen to carry the ark of God, and to minister unto him for ever. And 
David gathered all Israel together to Jerusalem, to bring up the ark of the LORD unto his 
place, which he had prepared for it. And David assembled the children of Aaron, and the 
Levites: Of the sons of Kohath; Uriel the chief, and his brethren an hundred and twenty: Of the 
sons of Merari; Asaiah the chief, and his brethren two hundred and twenty:  Of the sons of 
Gershom; Joel the chief, and his brethren an hundred and thirty: Of the sons of Elizaphan; 
Shemaiah the chief, and his brethren two hundred: Of the sons of Hebron; Eliel the chief, and 
his brethren fourscore: Of the sons of Uzziel; Amminadab the chief, and his brethren an 
hundred and twelve. And David called for Zadok and Abiathar the priests, and for the Levites, 
for Uriel, Asaiah, and Joel, Shemaiah, and Eliel, and Amminadab, And said unto them, Ye are 
the chief of the fathers of the Levites: sanctify yourselves, both ye and your brethren, that ye 
may bring up the ark of the LORD God of Israel unto the place that I have prepared for it. 
For because ye did it not at the first, the LORD our God made a breach upon us, for that we 
sought him not after the due order. So the priests and the Levites sanctified themselves to bring 
up the ark of the LORD God of Israel. And the children of the Levites bare the ark of God upon 
their shoulders with the staves thereon, as Moses commanded according to the word of the 
LORD. And David spake to the chief of the Levites to appoint their brethren to be the singers 
with instruments of musick, psalteries and harps and cymbals, sounding, by lifting up the voice 
with joy. 1 Chronicles 15:1-16 

 
So they brought the ark of God, and set it in the midst of the tent that David had pitched for 
it:  and they offered burnt sacrifices and peace offerings before God. And when David had made 
an end of offering the burnt offerings and the peace offerings, he blessed the people in the name 
of the LORD. And he dealt to every one of Israel, both man and woman, to every one a loaf of 
bread, and a good piece of flesh, and a flagon of wine. And he appointed certain of the Levites 
to minister before the ark of the LORD, and to record, and to thank and praise the LORD God 
of Israel: Asaph the chief, and next to him Zechariah, Jeiel, and Shemiramoth, and Jehiel, and 
Mattithiah, and Eliab, and Benaiah, and Obededom: and Jeiel with psalteries and with harps; 
but Asaph made a sound with cymbals; Benaiah also and Jahaziel the priests with trumpets 
continually before the ark of the covenant of God. Then on that day David delivered first this 
psalm to thank the LORD into the hand of Asaph and his brethren. Give thanks unto the LORD, 
call upon his name, make known his deeds among the people. Sing unto him, sing psalms unto 
him, talk ye of all his wondrous works. Glory ye in his holy name: let the heart of them rejoice 
that seek the LORD. Seek the LORD and his strength, seek his face continually. Remember his 
marvellous works that he hath done, his wonders, and the judgments of his mouth; O ye seed of 
Israel his servant, ye children of Jacob, his chosen ones. He is the LORD our God; his 
judgments are in all the earth. Be ye mindful always of his covenant; the word which he 
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commanded to a thousand generations; Even of the covenant which he made with Abraham, 
and of his oath unto Isaac; And hath confirmed the same to Jacob for a law, and to Israel for 
an everlasting covenant, Saying, Unto thee will I give the land of Canaan, the lot of your 
inheritance; When ye were but few, even a few, and strangers in it. And when they went from 
nation to nation, and from one kingdom to another people; He suffered no man to do them 
wrong: yea, he reproved kings for their sakes, Saying, Touch not mine anointed, and do my 
prophets no harm. Sing unto the LORD, all the earth; shew forth from day to day his salvation. 
Declare his glory among the heathen; his marvellous works among all nations. For great is the 
LORD, and greatly to be praised: he also is to be feared above all gods. For all the gods of the 
people are idols: but the LORD made the heavens. Glory and honour are in his presence; 
strength and gladness are in his place. Give unto the LORD, ye kindreds of the people, give 
unto the LORD glory and strength. Give unto the LORD the glory due unto his name: bring an 
offering, and come before him: worship the LORD in the beauty of holiness. Fear before him, 
all the earth: the world also shall be stable, that it be not moved. Let the heavens be glad, and 
let the earth rejoice: and let men say among the nations, The LORD reigneth. Let the sea roar, 
and the fulness thereof: let the fields rejoice, and all that is therein. Then shall the trees of the 
wood sing out at the presence of the LORD, because he cometh to judge the earth. O give 
thanks unto the LORD; for he is good; for his mercy endureth for ever. And say ye, Save us, O 
God of our salvation, and gather us together, and deliver us from the heathen, that we may give 
thanks to thy holy name, and glory in thy praise. Blessed be the LORD God of Israel for ever 
and ever.

And it came to pass, when the king sat in his house, and the LORD had given him rest round 
about from all his enemies; That the king said unto Nathan the prophet, See now, I dwell in an 
house of cedar, but the ark of God dwelleth within curtains. And Nathan said to the king, Go, do 
all that is in thine heart; for the LORD is with thee. And it came to pass that night, that the 
word of the LORD came unto Nathan, saying, Go and tell my servant David, Thus saith the 
LORD, Shalt thou build me an house for me to dwell in? Whereas I have not dwelt in any house 
since the time that I brought up the children of Israel out of Egypt, even to this day, but have 
walked in a tent and in a tabernacle. In all the places wherein I have walked with all the 
children of Israel spake I a word with any of the tribes of Israel, whom I commanded to feed my 
people Israel, saying, Why build ye not me an house of cedar? Now therefore so shalt thou say 
unto my servant David, Thus saith the LORD of hosts, I took thee from the sheepcote, from 
following the sheep, to be ruler over my people, over Israel: And I was with thee whithersoever 
thou wentest, and have cut off all thine enemies out of thy sight, and have made thee a great 
name, like unto the name of the great men that are in the earth. Moreover I will appoint a place 
for my people Israel, and will plant them, that they may dwell in a place of their own, and 
move no more; neither shall the children of wickedness afflict them any more, as beforetime, 
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And as since the time that I commanded judges to be over my people Israel, and have caused 
thee to rest from all thine enemies. Also the LORD telleth thee that he will make thee an 
house. And when thy days be fulfilled, and thou shalt sleep with thy fathers, I will set up thy 
seed after thee, which shall proceed out of thy bowels, and I will establish his kingdom. He 
shall build an house for my name, and I will stablish the throne of his kingdom for ever. I 
will be his father, and he shall be my son. If he commit iniquity, I will chasten him with the rod 
of men, and with the stripes of the children of men: But my mercy shall not depart away from 
him, as I took it from Saul, whom I put away before thee. And thine house and thy kingdom 
shall be established for ever before thee: thy throne shall be established for ever. According to 
all these words, and according to all this vision, so did Nathan speak unto David. Then went 
king David in, and sat before the LORD, and he said, Who am I, O Lord GOD? and what is my 
house, that thou hast brought me hitherto? And this was yet a small thing in thy sight, O Lord 
GOD; but thou hast spoken also of thy servant's house for a great while to come. And is this the 
manner of man, O Lord GOD? And what can David say more unto thee? for thou, Lord GOD, 
knowest thy servant. For thy word's sake, and according to thine own heart, hast thou done all 
these great things, to make thy servant know them. Wherefore thou art great, O LORD God: for 
there is none like thee, neither is there any God beside thee, according to all that we have heard 
with our ears. And what one nation in the earth is like thy people, even like Israel, whom God 
went to redeem for a people to himself, and to make him a name, and to do for you great things 
and terrible, for thy land, before thy people, which thou redeemedst to thee from Egypt, from 
the nations and their gods? For thou hast confirmed to thyself thy people Israel to be a people 
unto thee for ever: and thou, LORD, art become their God. And now, O LORD God, the word 
that thou hast spoken concerning thy servant, and concerning his house, establish it for ever, 
and do as thou hast said. And let thy name be magnified for ever, saying, The LORD of hosts is 
the God over Israel: and let the house of thy servant David be established before thee. For thou, 
O LORD of hosts, God of Israel, hast revealed to thy servant, saying, I will build thee an house: 
therefore hath thy servant found in his heart to pray this prayer unto thee. And now, O Lord 
GOD, thou art that God, and thy words be true, and thou hast promised this goodness unto thy 
servant:  Therefore now let it please thee to bless the house of thy servant, that it may continue 
for ever before thee: for thou, O Lord GOD, hast spoken it: and with thy blessing let the house 
of thy servant be blessed for ever.

Now it came to pass, as David sat in his house, that David said to Nathan the prophet, Lo, I 
dwell in an house of cedars, but the ark of the covenant of the LORD remaineth under curtains. 
Then Nathan said unto David, Do all that is in thine heart; for God is with thee. And it came to 
pass the same night, that the word of God came to Nathan, saying, Go and tell David my 
servant, Thus saith the LORD, Thou shalt not build me an house to dwell in: For I have not 
dwelt in an house since the day that I brought up Israel unto this day; but have gone from tent 
to tent, and from one tabernacle to another. Wheresoever I have walked with all Israel, spake I 
a word to any of the judges of Israel, whom I commanded to feed my people, saying, Why have 
ye not built me an house of cedars?  Now therefore thus shalt thou say unto my servant David, 
Thus saith the LORD of hosts, I took thee from the sheepcote, even from following the sheep, 
that thou shouldest be ruler over my people Israel: And I have been with thee whithersoever 
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thou hast walked, and have cut off all thine enemies from before thee, and have made thee a 
name like the name of the great men that are in the earth. Also I will ordain a place for my 
people Israel, and will plant them, and they shall dwell in their place, and shall be moved no 
more; neither shall the children of wickedness waste them any more, as at the beginning, And 
since the time that I commanded judges to be over my people Israel. Moreover I will subdue all 
thine enemies. Furthermore I tell thee that the LORD will build thee an house. And it shall 
come to pass, when thy days be expired that thou must go to be with thy fathers, that I will raise 
up thy seed after thee, which shall be of thy sons; and I will establish his kingdom. He shall 
build me an house, and I will stablish his throne for ever. I will be his father, and he shall be 
my son: and I will not take my mercy away from him, as I took it from him that was before thee: 
But I will settle him in mine house and in my kingdom for ever: and his throne shall be 
established for evermore. According to all these words, and according to all this vision, so did 
Nathan speak unto David. And David the king came and sat before the LORD, and said, Who 
am I, O LORD God, and what is mine house, that thou hast brought me hitherto? And yet this 
was a small thing in thine eyes, O God; for thou hast also spoken of thy servant's house for a 
great while to come, and hast regarded me according to the estate of a man of high degree, O 
LORD God.  What can David speak more to thee for the honour of thy servant? for thou 
knowest thy servant. O LORD, for thy servant's sake, and according to thine own heart, hast 
thou done all this greatness, in making known all these great things. O LORD, there is none like 
thee, neither is there any God beside thee, according to all that we have heard with our ears. 
And what one nation in the earth is like thy people Israel, whom God went to redeem to be his 
own people, to make thee a name of greatness and terribleness, by driving out nations from 
before thy people, whom thou hast redeemed out of Egypt? For thy people Israel didst thou 
make thine own people for ever; and thou, LORD, becamest their God. Therefore now, LORD, 
let the thing that thou hast spoken concerning thy servant and concerning his house be 
established for ever, and do as thou hast said. Let it even be established, that thy name may be 
magnified for ever, saying, The LORD of hosts is the God of Israel, even a God to Israel: and 
let the house of David thy servant be established before thee. For thou, O my God, hast told thy 
servant that thou wilt build him an house: therefore thy servant hath found in his heart to pray 
before thee. And now, LORD, thou art God, and hast promised this goodness unto thy servant: 
Now therefore let it please thee to bless the house of thy servant, that it may be before thee for 
ever: for thou blessest, O LORD, and it shall be blessed for ever. 1 Chronicles 17:1-27

And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, 
the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a 
dove, and lighting upon him: And lo a voice from heaven, saying, This is my 
beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased. Matthew 3:16-17 
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SOLOMON WAS JUST A TYPE! 
SOLOMON’S KINGDOM WAS DIVIDED! 
WE ARE THE HOUSE! 

 
Wherefore, holy brethren, partakers of the heavenly calling, consider the Apostle 
and High Priest of our profession, Christ Jesus; Who was faithful to him that 
appointed him, as also Moses was faithful in all his house. For this man was 
counted worthy of more glory than Moses, inasmuch as he who hath builded the 
house hath more honour than the house. For every house is builded by some man; 
but he that built all things is God. And Moses verily was faithful in all his house, as 
a servant, for a testimony of those things which were to be spoken after; But Christ 
as a son over his own house; whose house are we, if we hold fast the confidence 
and the rejoicing of the hope firm unto the end. Hebrews 3:1-6 

 
Ye men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among 
you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as ye 
yourselves also know: Him, being delivered by the determinate counsel and 
foreknowledge of God, ye have taken, and by wicked hands have crucified and slain: 
Whom God hath raised up, having loosed the pains of death: because it was not possible 
that he should be holden of it. For David speaketh concerning him, I foresaw the Lord 
always before my face, for he is on my right hand, that I should not be moved: 
Therefore did my heart rejoice, and my tongue was glad; moreover also my flesh shall 
rest in hope: Because thou wilt not leave my soul in hell, neither wilt thou suffer thine 
Holy One to see corruption. Thou hast made known to me the ways of life; thou shalt 
make me full of joy with thy countenance. Men and brethren, let me freely speak unto 
you of the patriarch David, that he is both dead and buried, and his sepulchre is with us 
unto this day. Therefore being a prophet, and knowing that God had sworn with an oath 
to him, that of the fruit of his loins, according to the flesh, he would raise up Christ to sit 
on his throne; He seeing this before spake of the resurrection of Christ, that his soul was 
not left in hell, neither his flesh did see corruption. This Jesus hath God raised up, 
whereof we all are witnesses. Therefore being by the right hand of God exalted, and 
having received of the Father the promise of the Holy Ghost, he hath shed forth this, 
which ye now see and hear. For David is not ascended into the heavens: but he saith 
himself, The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, Until I make thy foes 
thy footstool. Therefore let all the house of Israel know assuredly, that God hath made 
that same Jesus, whom ye have crucified, both Lord and Christ. Acts 2:22-36 
 

So the LORD sent a pestilence upon Israel from the morning even to the time appointed: and 
there died of the people from Dan even to Beersheba seventy thousand men. And when the 
angel stretched out his hand upon Jerusalem to destroy it, the LORD repented him of the evil, 
and said to the angel that destroyed the people, It is enough: stay now thine hand. And the 
angel of the LORD was by the threshingplace of Araunah the Jebusite. And David spake unto 
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the LORD when he saw the angel that smote the people, and said, Lo, I have sinned, and I have 
done wickedly: but these sheep, what have they done? let thine hand, I pray thee, be against me, 
and against my father's house. And Gad came that day to David, and said unto him, Go up, rear 
an altar unto the LORD in the threshingfloor of Araunah the Jebusite. And David, according 
to the saying of Gad, went up as the LORD commanded. And Araunah looked, and saw the king 
and his servants coming on toward him: and Araunah went out, and bowed himself before the 
king on his face upon the ground. And Araunah said, Wherefore is my lord the king come to his 
servant? And David said, To buy the threshingfloor of thee, to build an altar unto the LORD, 
that the plague may be stayed from the people. And Araunah said unto David, Let my lord the 
king take and offer up what seemeth good unto him: behold, here be oxen for burnt sacrifice, 
and threshing instruments and other instruments of the oxen for wood. All these things did 
Araunah, as a king, give unto the king. And Araunah said unto the king, The LORD thy God 
accept thee. And the king said unto Araunah, Nay; but I will surely buy it of thee at a price: 
neither will I offer burnt offerings unto the LORD my God of that which doth cost me nothing. 
So David bought the threshingfloor and the oxen for fifty shekels of silver. And David built 
there an altar unto the LORD, and offered burnt offerings and peace offerings. So the LORD 
was intreated for the land, and the plague was stayed from Israel. 2 Samuel 24:15-25  
 
So the LORD sent pestilence upon Israel: and there fell of Israel seventy thousand men. And 
God sent an angel unto Jerusalem to destroy it: and as he was destroying, the LORD beheld, 
and he repented him of the evil, and said to the angel that destroyed, It is enough, stay now 
thine hand. And the angel of the LORD stood by the threshingfloor of Ornan the Jebusite. And 
David lifted up his eyes, and saw the angel of the LORD stand between the earth and the 
heaven, having a drawn sword in his hand stretched out over Jerusalem. Then David and the 
elders of Israel, who were clothed in sackcloth, fell upon their faces. And David said unto God, 
Is it not I that commanded the people to be numbered? even I it is that have sinned and done 
evil indeed; but as for these sheep, what have they done? let thine hand, I pray thee, O LORD 
my God, be on me, and on my father's house; but not on thy people, that they should be plagued. 
Then the angel of the LORD commanded Gad to say to David, that David should go up, and set 
up an altar unto the LORD in the threshingfloor of Ornan the Jebusite. And David went up at 
the saying of Gad, which he spake in the name of the LORD. And Ornan turned back, and saw 
the angel; and his four sons with him hid themselves. Now Ornan was threshing wheat. And as 
David came to Ornan, Ornan looked and saw David, and went out of the threshingfloor, and 
bowed himself to David with his face to the ground. Then David said to Ornan, Grant me the 
place of this threshingfloor, that I may build an altar therein unto the LORD: thou shalt grant it 
me for the full price: that the plague may be stayed from the people. And Ornan said unto 
David, Take it to thee, and let my lord the king do that which is good in his eyes: lo, I give thee 
the oxen also for burnt offerings, and the threshing instruments for wood, and the wheat for the 
meat offering; I give it all. And king David said to Ornan, Nay; but I will verily buy it for the 
full price: for I will not take that which is thine for the LORD, nor offer burnt offerings without 
cost. So David gave to Ornan for the place six hundred shekels of gold by weight. And David 
built there an altar unto the LORD, and offered burnt offerings and peace offerings, and called 
upon the LORD; and he answered him from heaven by fire upon the altar of burnt offering. And 
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the LORD commanded the angel; and he put up his sword again into the sheath thereof. At that 
time when David saw that the LORD had answered him in the threshingfloor of Ornan the 
Jebusite, then he sacrificed there. For the tabernacle of the LORD, which Moses made in the 
wilderness, and the altar of the burnt offering, were at that season in the high place at Gibeon. 
But David could not go before it to enquire of God: for he was afraid because of the sword of 
the angel of the LORD. 1 Chronicles 21:14-30 
 
Then David said, This is the house of the LORD God, and this is the altar of the burnt offering 
for Israel. And David commanded to gather together the strangers that were in the land of 
Israel; and he set masons to hew wrought stones to build the house of God. And David prepared 
iron in abundance for the nails for the doors of the gates, and for the joinings; and brass in 
abundance without weight; Also cedar trees in abundance: for the Zidonians and they of Tyre 
brought much cedar wood to David. And David said, Solomon my son is young and tender, and 
the house that is to be builded for the LORD must be exceeding magnifical, of fame and of glory 
throughout all countries: I will therefore now make preparation for it. So David prepared 
abundantly before his death. Then he called for Solomon his son, and charged him to build an 
house for the LORD God of Israel. And David said to Solomon, My son, as for me, it was in my 
mind to build an house unto the name of the LORD my God: But the word of the LORD came to 
me, saying, Thou hast shed blood abundantly, and hast made great wars: thou shalt not build 
an house unto my name, because thou hast shed much blood upon the earth in my sight. Behold, 
a son shall be born to thee, who shall be a man of rest; and I will give him rest from all his 
enemies round about: for his name shall be Solomon, and I will give peace and quietness unto 
Israel in his days. He shall build an house for my name; and he shall be my son, and I will be 
his father; and I will establish the throne of his kingdom over Israel for ever. Now, my son, the 
LORD be with thee; and prosper thou, and build the house of the LORD thy God, as he hath 
said of thee. Only the LORD give thee wisdom and understanding, and give thee charge 
concerning Israel, that thou mayest keep the law of the LORD thy God. Then shalt thou 
prosper, if thou takest heed to fulfil the statutes and judgments which the LORD charged Moses 
with concerning Israel: be strong, and of good courage; dread not, nor be dismayed.  Now, 
behold, in my trouble I have prepared for the house of the LORD an hundred thousand talents 
of gold, and a thousand thousand talents of silver; and of brass and iron without weight; for it 
is in abundance: timber also and stone have I prepared; and thou mayest add thereto. 
Moreover there are workmen with thee in abundance, hewers and workers of stone and timber, 
and all manner of cunning men for every manner of work. Of the gold, the silver, and the brass, 
and the iron, there is no number. Arise therefore, and be doing, and the LORD be with thee. 
David also commanded all the princes of Israel to help Solomon his son, saying, Is not the 
LORD your God with you? and hath he not given you rest on every side? for he hath given the 
inhabitants of the land into mine hand; and the land is subdued before the LORD, and before 
his people.  Now set your heart and your soul to seek the LORD your God; arise therefore, and 
build ye the sanctuary of the LORD God, to bring the ark of the covenant of the LORD, and the 
holy vessels of God, into the house that is to be built to the name of the LORD. 1 Chronicles 
22:1-19 
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And David assembled all the princes of Israel, the princes of the tribes, and the captains of the 
companies that ministered to the king by course, and the captains over the thousands, and 
captains over the hundreds, and the stewards over all the substance and possession of the king, 
and of his sons, with the officers, and with the mighty men, and with all the valiant men, unto 
Jerusalem. Then David the king stood up upon his feet, and said, Hear me, my brethren, and my 
people: As for me, I had in mine heart to build an house of rest for the ark of the covenant of the 
LORD, and for the footstool of our God, and had made ready for the building: But God said 
unto me, Thou shalt not build an house for my name, because thou hast been a man of war, and 
hast shed blood. Howbeit the LORD God of Israel chose me before all the house of my father to 
be king over Israel for ever: for he hath chosen Judah to be the ruler; and of the house of 
Judah, the house of my father; and among the sons of my father he liked me to make me king 
over all Israel: And of all my sons, (for the LORD hath given me many sons,) he hath chosen 
Solomon my son to sit upon the throne of the kingdom of the LORD over Israel. And he said 
unto me, Solomon thy son, he shall build my house and my courts: for I have chosen him to be 
my son, and I will be his father. Moreover I will establish his kingdom for ever, if he be constant 
to do my commandments and my judgments, as at this day.  Now therefore in the sight of all 
Israel the congregation of the LORD, and in the audience of our God, keep and seek for all the 
commandments of the LORD your God: that ye may possess this good land, and leave it for an 
inheritance for your children after you for ever. And thou, Solomon my son, know thou the God 
of thy father, and serve him with a perfect heart and with a willing mind: for the LORD 
searcheth all hearts, and understandeth all the imaginations of the thoughts: if thou seek him, 
he will be found of thee; but if thou forsake him, he will cast thee off for ever. Take heed now; 
for the LORD hath chosen thee to build an house for the sanctuary: be strong, and do it. Then 
David gave to Solomon his son the pattern of the porch, and of the houses thereof, and of the 
treasuries thereof, and of the upper chambers thereof, and of the inner parlours thereof, and of 
the place of the mercy seat, And the pattern of all that he had by the spirit, of the courts of the 
house of the LORD, and of all the chambers round about, of the treasuries of the house of God, 
and of the treasuries of the dedicated things: Also for the courses of the priests and the Levites, 
and for all the work of the service of the house of the LORD, and for all the vessels of service in 
the house of the LORD. He gave of gold by weight for things of gold, for all instruments of all 
manner of service; silver also for all instruments of silver by weight, for all instruments of every 
kind of service: Even the weight for the candlesticks of gold, and for their lamps of gold, by 
weight for every candlestick, and for the lamps thereof: and for the candlesticks of silver by 
weight, both for the candlestick, and also for the lamps thereof, according to the use of every 
candlestick. And by weight he gave gold for the tables of shewbread, for every table; and 
likewise silver for the tables of silver: Also pure gold for the fleshhooks, and the bowls, and the 
cups: and for the golden basons he gave gold by weight for every bason; and likewise silver by 
weight for every bason of silver: And for the altar of incense refined gold by weight; and gold 
for the pattern of the chariot of the cherubims, that spread out their wings, and covered the ark 
of the covenant of the LORD. All this, said David, the LORD made me understand in writing by 
his hand upon me, even all the works of this pattern. And David said to Solomon his son, Be 
strong and of good courage, and do it: fear not, nor be dismayed: for the LORD God, even my 
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God, will be with thee; he will not fail thee, nor forsake thee, until thou hast finished all the 
work for the service of the house of the LORD. And, behold, the courses of the priests and the 
Levites, even they shall be with thee for all the service of the house of God: and there shall be 
with thee for all manner of workmanship every willing skilful man, for any manner of service: 
also the princes and all the people will be wholly at thy commandment. 1 Chronicles 28:1-21 
 
The LORD is my light and my salvation; whom shall I fear? the LORD is the strength of my life; 
of whom shall I be afraid? When the wicked, even mine enemies and my foes, came upon me to 
eat up my flesh, they stumbled and fell. Though an host should encamp against me, my heart 
shall not fear: though war should rise against me, in this will I be confident. One thing have I 
desired of the LORD, that will I seek after; that I may dwell in the house of the LORD all the 
days of my life, to behold the beauty of the LORD, and to enquire in his temple. For in the 
time of trouble he shall hide me in his pavilion: in the secret of his tabernacle shall he hide 
me; he shall set me up upon a rock. And now shall mine head be lifted up above mine enemies 
round about me: therefore will I offer in his tabernacle sacrifices of joy; I will sing, yea, I will 
sing praises unto the LORD. Hear, O LORD, when I cry with my voice: have mercy also 
upon me, and answer me. When thou saidst, Seek ye my face; my heart said unto thee, Thy 
face, LORD, will I seek. Hide not thy face far from me; put not thy servant away in anger: 
thou hast been my help; leave me not, neither forsake me, O God of my salvation. When my 
father and my mother forsake me, then the LORD will take me up. Teach me thy way, O LORD, 
and lead me in a plain path, because of mine enemies. Deliver me not over unto the will of mine 
enemies: for false witnesses are risen up against me, and such as breathe out cruelty. I had 
fainted, unless I had believed to see the goodness of the LORD in the land of the living.  Wait 
on the LORD: be of good courage, and he shall strengthen thine heart: wait, I say, on the 
LORD. Psalms 27:1-14 
 
A Song of degrees. LORD, remember David, and all his afflictions: How he sware unto the 
LORD, and vowed unto the mighty God of Jacob; Surely I will not come into the tabernacle 
of my house, nor go up into my bed; I will not give sleep to mine eyes, or slumber to mine 
eyelids, Until I find out a place for the LORD, an habitation for the mighty God of Jacob. Lo, 
we heard of it at Ephratah: we found it in the fields of the wood. We will go into his 
tabernacles: we will worship at his footstool. Arise, O LORD, into thy rest; thou, and the ark 
of thy strength. Let thy priests be clothed with righteousness; and let thy saints shout for joy. 
For thy servant David's sake turn not away the face of thine anointed. The LORD hath sworn 
in truth unto David; he will not turn from it; Of the fruit of thy body will I set upon thy 
throne. If thy children will keep my covenant and my testimony that I shall teach them, their 
children shall also sit upon thy throne for evermore. For the LORD hath chosen Zion; he 
hath desired it for his habitation. This is my rest for ever: here will I dwell; for I have desired 
it. I will abundantly bless her provision: I will satisfy her poor with bread. I will also clothe 
her priests with salvation: and her saints shall shout aloud for joy. There will I make the 
horn of David to bud: I have ordained a lamp for mine anointed. His enemies will I clothe 
with shame: but upon himself shall his crown flourish. Psalms 132:1-18  
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Solomon 
 
 

And did eat and drink before the LORD on that day with great gladness. And they made 
Solomon the son of David king the second time, and anointed him unto the LORD to be the 
chief governor, and Zadok to be priest. Then Solomon sat on the throne of the LORD as king 
instead of David his father, and prospered; and all Israel obeyed him. And all the princes, and 
the mighty men, and all the sons likewise of king David, submitted themselves unto Solomon the 
king. And the LORD magnified Solomon exceedingly in the sight of all Israel, and bestowed 
upon him such royal majesty as had not been on any king before him in Israel. 1 Chronicles 
29:22-25 

 
In Gibeon the LORD appeared to Solomon in a dream by night: and God said, Ask what I shall 
give thee. And Solomon said, Thou hast shewed unto thy servant David my father great mercy, 
according as he walked before thee in truth, and in righteousness, and in uprightness of heart 
with thee; and thou hast kept for him this great kindness, that thou hast given him a son to sit on 
his throne, as it is this day. And now, O LORD my God, thou hast made thy servant king 
instead of David my father: and I am but a little child: I know not how to go out or come in. 
And thy servant is in the midst of thy people which thou hast chosen, a great people, that 
cannot be numbered nor counted for multitude. Give therefore thy servant an understanding 
heart to judge thy people, that I may discern between good and bad: for who is able to judge 
this thy so great a people? And the speech pleased the Lord, that Solomon had asked this 
thing. And God said unto him, Because thou hast asked this thing, and hast not asked for 
thyself long life; neither hast asked riches for thyself, nor hast asked the life of thine 
enemies; but hast asked for thyself understanding to discern judgment; Behold, I have done 
according to thy words: lo, I have given thee a wise and an understanding heart; so that there 
was none like thee before thee, neither after thee shall any arise like unto thee. And I have also 
given thee that which thou hast not asked, both riches, and honour: so that there shall not be 
any among the kings like unto thee all thy days. And if thou wilt walk in my ways, to keep my 
statutes and my commandments, as thy father David did walk, then I will lengthen thy days. And 
Solomon awoke; and, behold, it was a dream. And he came to Jerusalem, and stood before the 
ark of the covenant of the LORD, and offered up burnt offerings, and offered peace offerings, 
and made a feast to all his servants. 1 kings 3:5-15 

 
And God gave Solomon wisdom and understanding exceeding much, and largeness of heart, 
even as the sand that is on the sea shore. And Solomon's wisdom excelled the wisdom of all the 
children of the east country, and all the wisdom of Egypt. For he was wiser than all men; than 
Ethan the Ezrahite, and Heman, and Chalcol, and Darda, the sons of Mahol: and his fame was 
in all nations round about. And he spake three thousand proverbs: and his songs were a 
thousand and five. And he spake of trees, from the cedar tree that is in Lebanon even unto the 
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hyssop that springeth out of the wall: he spake also of beasts, and of fowl, and of creeping 
things, and of fishes. And there came of all people to hear the wisdom of Solomon, from all 
kings of the earth, which had heard of his wisdom. 1 kings 4:29-34 
 

SOLOMON WANTED WISDOM 
UNDERSTANDING TO DISCERN JUDGEMNT 
WHERE WILL THE THRONE OF JUDGEMENT BE ESTABLISHED? 
WHERE IS WISDOM – READ REVELATION CHAPTER 14 
 

But now the LORD my God hath given me rest on every side, so that there is neither adversary 
nor evil occurrent. And, behold, I purpose to build an house unto the name of the LORD my 
God, as the LORD spake unto David my father, saying, Thy son, whom I will set upon thy 
throne in thy room, he shall build an house unto my name. 1 king 5:4-5 

 
Then Solomon began to build the house of the LORD at Jerusalem in mount Moriah, where 
the LORD appeared unto David his father, in the place that David had prepared in the 
threshingfloor of Ornan the Jebusite. 2 Chronicles 3:1 

 
Thus all the work that Solomon made for the house of the LORD was finished: and Solomon 
brought in all the things that David his father had dedicated; and the silver, and the gold, and 
all the instruments, put he among the treasures of the house of God. Then Solomon assembled 
the elders of Israel, and all the heads of the tribes, the chief of the fathers of the children of 
Israel, unto Jerusalem, to bring up the ark of the covenant of the LORD out of the city of 
David, which is Zion. Wherefore all the men of Israel assembled themselves unto the king in the 
feast which was in the seventh month. And all the elders of Israel came; and the Levites took 
up the ark. And they brought up the ark, and the tabernacle of the congregation, and all the 
holy vessels that were in the tabernacle, these did the priests and the Levites bring up. Also king 
Solomon, and all the congregation of Israel that were assembled unto him before the ark, 
sacrificed sheep and oxen, which could not be told nor numbered for multitude. And the priests 
brought in the ark of the covenant of the LORD unto his place, to the oracle of the house, 
into the most holy place, even under the wings of the cherubims: For the cherubims spread 
forth their wings over the place of the ark, and the cherubims covered the ark and the staves 
thereof above. And they drew out the staves of the ark, that the ends of the staves were seen 
from the ark before the oracle; but they were not seen without. And there it is unto this day. 
There was nothing in the ark save the two tables which Moses put therein at Horeb, when the 
LORD made a covenant with the children of Israel, when they came out of Egypt. And it came 
to pass, when the priests were come out of the holy place: (for all the priests that were present 
were sanctified, and did not then wait by course: Also the Levites which were the singers, all of 
them of Asaph, of Heman, of Jeduthun, with their sons and their brethren, being arrayed in 
white linen, having cymbals and psalteries and harps, stood at the east end of the altar, and 
with them an hundred and twenty priests sounding with trumpets:) It came even to pass, as the 
trumpeters and singers were as one, to make one sound to be heard in praising and thanking 
the LORD; and when they lifted up their voice with the trumpets and cymbals and instruments 
of musick, and praised the LORD, saying, For he is good; for his mercy endureth for ever: 
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that then the house was filled with a cloud, even the house of the LORD; So that the priests 
could not stand to minister by reason of the cloud: for the glory of the LORD had filled the 
house of God. 2 Chronicles 5:1-14 

 
Then said Solomon, The LORD hath said that he would dwell in the thick darkness. But I have 
built an house of habitation for thee, and a place for thy dwelling for ever. And the king 
turned his face, and blessed the whole congregation of Israel: and all the congregation of Israel 
stood. And he said, Blessed be the LORD God of Israel, who hath with his hands fulfilled that 
which he spake with his mouth to my father David, saying, Since the day that I brought forth my 
people out of the land of Egypt I chose no city among all the tribes of Israel to build an house 
in, that my name might be there; neither chose I any man to be a ruler over my people Israel: 
But I have chosen Jerusalem, that my name might be there; and have chosen David to be over 
my people Israel. Now it was in the heart of David my father to build an house for the name 
of the LORD God of Israel. But the LORD said to David my father, Forasmuch as it was in 
thine heart to build an house for my name, thou didst well in that it was in thine heart: 
 Notwithstanding thou shalt not build the house; but thy son which shall come forth out of thy 
loins, he shall build the house for my name. The LORD therefore hath performed his word that 
he hath spoken: for I am risen up in the room of David my father, and am set on the throne of 
Israel, as the LORD promised, and have built the house for the name of the LORD God of 
Israel. And in it have I put the ark, wherein is the covenant of the LORD, that he made with the 
children of Israel. And he stood before the altar of the LORD in the presence of all the 
congregation of Israel, and spread forth his hands: For Solomon had made a brasen scaffold, 
of five cubits long, and five cubits broad, and three cubits high, and had set it in the midst of the 
court: and upon it he stood, and kneeled down upon his knees before all the congregation of 
Israel, and spread forth his hands toward heaven, And said, O LORD God of Israel, there is no 
God like thee in the heaven, nor in the earth; which keepest covenant, and shewest mercy unto 
thy servants, that walk before thee with all their hearts: Thou which hast kept with thy servant 
David my father that which thou hast promised him; and spakest with thy mouth, and hast 
fulfilled it with thine hand, as it is this day. Now therefore, O LORD God of Israel, keep with 
thy servant David my father that which thou hast promised him, saying, There shall not fail thee 
a man in my sight to sit upon the throne of Israel; yet so that thy children take heed to their way 
to walk in my law, as thou hast walked before me. Now then, O LORD God of Israel, let thy 
word be verified, which thou hast spoken unto thy servant David. But will God in very deed 
dwell with men on the earth? behold, heaven and the heaven of heavens cannot contain thee; 
how much less this house which I have built! Have respect therefore to the prayer of thy 
servant, and to his supplication, O LORD my God, to hearken unto the cry and the prayer 
which thy servant prayeth before thee: That thine eyes may be open upon this house day and 
night, upon the place whereof thou hast said that thou wouldest put thy name there; to hearken 
unto the prayer which thy servant prayeth toward this place. Hearken therefore unto the 
supplications of thy servant, and of thy people Israel, which they shall make toward this place: 
hear thou from thy dwelling place, even from heaven; and when thou hearest, forgive. If a man 
sin against his neighbour, and an oath be laid upon him to make him swear, and the oath come 
before thine altar in this house; Then hear thou from heaven, and do, and judge thy servants, by 
requiting the wicked, by recompensing his way upon his own head; and by justifying the 
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righteous, by giving him according to his righteousness. And if thy people Israel be put to the 
worse before the enemy, because they have sinned against thee; and shall return and confess 
thy name, and pray and make supplication before thee in this house; Then hear thou from the 
heavens, and forgive the sin of thy people Israel, and bring them again unto the land which 
thou gavest to them and to their fathers. When the heaven is shut up, and there is no rain, 
because they have sinned against thee; yet if they pray toward this place, and confess thy name, 
and turn from their sin, when thou dost afflict them; Then hear thou from heaven, and forgive 
the sin of thy servants, and of thy people Israel, when thou hast taught them the good way, 
wherein they should walk; and send rain upon thy land, which thou hast given unto thy people 
for an inheritance. If there be dearth in the land, if there be pestilence, if there be blasting, or 
mildew, locusts, or caterpillers; if their enemies besiege them in the cities of their land; 
whatsoever sore or whatsoever sickness there be: Then what prayer or what supplication 
soever shall be made of any man, or of all thy people Israel, when every one shall know his own 
sore and his own grief, and shall spread forth his hands in this house: Then hear thou from 
heaven thy dwelling place, and forgive, and render unto every man according unto all his ways, 
whose heart thou knowest; (for thou only knowest the hearts of the children of men:) That they 
may fear thee, to walk in thy ways, so long as they live in the land which thou gavest unto our 
fathers. Moreover concerning the stranger, which is not of thy people Israel, but is come from 
a far country for thy great name's sake, and thy mighty hand, and thy stretched out arm; if 
they come and pray in this house; Then hear thou from the heavens, even from thy dwelling 
place, and do according to all that the stranger calleth to thee for; that all people of the earth 
may know thy name, and fear thee, as doth thy people Israel, and may know that this house 
which I have built is called by thy name. If thy people go out to war against their enemies by 
the way that thou shalt send them, and they pray unto thee toward this city which thou hast 
chosen, and the house which I have built for thy name; Then hear thou from the heavens their 
prayer and their supplication, and maintain their cause. If they sin against thee, (for there is no 
man which sinneth not,) and thou be angry with them, and deliver them over before their 
enemies, and they carry them away captives unto a land far off or near; Yet if they bethink 
themselves in the land whither they are carried captive, and turn and pray unto thee in the land 
of their captivity, saying, We have sinned, we have done amiss, and have dealt wickedly; If they 
return to thee with all their heart and with all their soul in the land of their captivity, whither 
they have carried them captives, and pray toward their land, which thou gavest unto their 
fathers, and toward the city which thou hast chosen, and toward the house which I have built 
for thy name: Then hear thou from the heavens, even from thy dwelling place, their prayer and 
their supplications, and maintain their cause, and forgive thy people which have sinned against 
thee. Now, my God, let, I beseech thee, thine eyes be open, and let thine ears be attent unto the 
prayer that is made in this place. Now therefore arise, O LORD God, into thy resting place, 
thou, and the ark of thy strength: let thy priests, O LORD God, be clothed with salvation, and 
let thy saints rejoice in goodness. O LORD God, turn not away the face of thine anointed: 
remember the mercies of David thy servant.  2 Chronicles 6:1-42

Now when Solomon had made an end of praying, the fire came down from heaven, and 
consumed the burnt offering and the sacrifices; and the glory of the LORD filled the house. 
And the priests could not enter into the house of the LORD, because the glory of the LORD 
had filled the LORD'S house. And when all the children of Israel saw how the fire came 
down, and the glory of the LORD upon the house, they bowed themselves with their faces to 
the ground upon the pavement, and worshipped, and praised the LORD, saying, For he is 
good; for his mercy endureth for ever. Then the king and all the people offered sacrifices 
before the LORD. And king Solomon offered a sacrifice of twenty and two thousand oxen, and 
an hundred and twenty thousand sheep: so the king and all the people dedicated the house of 
God. And the priests waited on their offices: the Levites also with instruments of musick of the 
LORD, which David the king had made to praise the LORD, because his mercy endureth for 
ever, when David praised by their ministry; and the priests sounded trumpets before them, and 
all Israel stood. Moreover Solomon hallowed the middle of the court that was before the house 
of the LORD: for there he offered burnt offerings, and the fat of the peace offerings, because the 
brasen altar which Solomon had made was not able to receive the burnt offerings, and the meat 
offerings, and the fat. Also at the same time Solomon kept the feast seven days, and all Israel 
with him, a very great congregation, from the entering in of Hamath unto the river of Egypt. 
And in the eighth day they made a solemn assembly: for they kept the dedication of the altar 
seven days, and the feast seven days. And on the three and twentieth day of the seventh month 
he sent the people away into their tents, glad and merry in heart for the goodness that the 
LORD had shewed unto David, and to Solomon, and to Israel his people. Thus Solomon 
finished the house of the LORD, and the king's house: and all that came into Solomon's heart to 
make in the house of the LORD, and in his own house, he prosperously effected. And the LORD 
appeared to Solomon by night, and said unto him, I have heard thy prayer, and have chosen 
this place to myself for an house of sacrifice. If I shut up heaven that there be no rain, or if I 
command the locusts to devour the land, or if I send pestilence among my people; If my people, 
which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn 
from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal 
their land. Now mine eyes shall be open, and mine ears attent unto the prayer that is made in 
this place. For now have I chosen and sanctified this house, that my name may be there for 
ever: and mine eyes and mine heart shall be there perpetually. And as for thee, if thou wilt walk 
before me, as David thy father walked, and do according to all that I have commanded thee, 
and shalt observe my statutes and my judgments; Then will I stablish the throne of thy kingdom, 
according as I have covenanted with David thy father, saying, There shall not fail thee a man to 
be ruler in Israel. But if ye turn away, and forsake my statutes and my commandments, which I 
have set before you, and shall go and serve other gods, and worship them; Then will I pluck 
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them up by the roots out of my land which I have given them; and this house, which I have 
sanctified for my name, will I cast out of my sight, and will make it to be a proverb and a 
byword among all nations. And this house, which is high, shall be an astonishment to every one 
that passeth by it; so that he shall say, Why hath the LORD done thus unto this land, and unto 
this house? And it shall be answered, Because they forsook the LORD God of their fathers, 
which brought them forth out of the land of Egypt, and laid hold on other gods, and worshipped 
them, and served them: therefore hath he brought all this evil upon them. 2 Chronicles 7:1-22  

 
 
Ezra 
 
 

Now in the first year of Cyrus king of Persia, that the word of the LORD by the mouth of 
Jeremiah might be fulfilled, the LORD stirred up the spirit of Cyrus king of Persia, that he made a 
proclamation throughout all his kingdom, and put it also in writing, saying, Thus saith Cyrus king 
of Persia, The LORD God of heaven hath given me all the kingdoms of the earth; and he hath 
charged me to build him an house at Jerusalem, which is in Judah. Who is there among you of 
all his people? his God be with him, and let him go up to Jerusalem, which is in Judah, and 
build the house of the LORD God of Israel, (he is the God,) which is in Jerusalem. Ezra 1:1-3 

 
And when the seventh month was come, and the children of Israel were in the cities, the people 
gathered themselves together as one man to Jerusalem. Then stood up Jeshua the son of 
Jozadak, and his brethren the priests, and Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, and his brethren, and 
builded the altar of the God of Israel, to offer burnt offerings thereon, as it is written in the law 
of Moses the man of God. And they set the altar upon his bases; for fear was upon them because 
of the people of those countries: and they offered burnt offerings thereon unto the LORD, even 
burnt offerings morning and evening. They kept also the feast of tabernacles, as it is written, and 
offered the daily burnt offerings by number, according to the custom, as the duty of every day 
required; And afterward offered the continual burnt offering, both of the new moons, and of all 
the set feasts of the LORD that were consecrated, and of every one that willingly offered a 
freewill offering unto the LORD. From the first day of the seventh month began they to offer burnt 
offerings unto the LORD. But the foundation of the temple of the LORD was not yet laid. They 
gave money also unto the masons, and to the carpenters; and meat, and drink, and oil, unto them 
of Zidon, and to them of Tyre, to bring cedar trees from Lebanon to the sea of Joppa, according 
to the grant that they had of Cyrus king of Persia. Now in the second year of their coming unto 
the house of God at Jerusalem, in the second month, began Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, and 
Jeshua the son of Jozadak, and the remnant of their brethren the priests and the Levites, and all 
they that were come out of the captivity unto Jerusalem; and appointed the Levites, from twenty 
years old and upward, to set forward the work of the house of the LORD. Then stood Jeshua with 
his sons and his brethren, Kadmiel and his sons, the sons of Judah, together, to set forward the 
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workmen in the house of God: the sons of Henadad, with their sons and their brethren the 
Levites. And when the builders laid the foundation of the temple of the LORD, they set the 
priests in their apparel with trumpets, and the Levites the sons of Asaph with cymbals, to praise 
the LORD, after the ordinance of David king of Israel. And they sang together by course in 
praising and giving thanks unto the LORD; because he is good, for his mercy endureth for ever 
toward Israel. And all the people shouted with a great shout, when they praised the LORD, 
because the foundation of the house of the LORD was laid. But many of the priests and Levites 
and chief of the fathers, who were ancient men, that had seen the first house, when the foundation 
of this house was laid before their eyes, wept with a loud voice; and many shouted aloud for joy: 
So that the people could not discern the noise of the shout of joy from the noise of the weeping of 
the people: for the people shouted with a loud shout, and the noise was heard afar off.  
 Ezra 3:1-13 
  
 
Then the prophets, Haggai the prophet, and Zechariah the son of Iddo, prophesied unto the Jews 
that were in Judah and Jerusalem in the name of the God of Israel, even unto them. Then rose up 
Zerubbabel the son of Shealtiel, and Jeshua the son of Jozadak, and began to build the house of 
God which is at Jerusalem: and with them were the prophets of God helping them. At the same 
time came to them Tatnai, governor on this side the river, and Shetharboznai, and their 
companions, and said thus unto them, Who hath commanded you to build this house, and to make 
up this wall? Ezra 5:1-3

But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ. 
Wherefore he saith, When he ascended up on high, he led captivity captive, and 
gave gifts unto men. (Now that he ascended, what is it but that he also descended 
first into the lower parts of the earth? He that descended is the same also that 
ascended up far above all heavens, that he might fill all things.)

Nathanael answered and saith unto him, Rabbi, thou art the Son of God; thou art 
the King of Israel. Jesus answered and said unto him, Because I said unto thee, I 
saw thee under the fig tree, believest thou? thou shalt see greater things than these. 
And he saith unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Hereafter ye shall see 
heaven open, and the angels of God ascending and descending upon the Son of 
man. John 1:49-51 
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And Jacob went out from Beersheba, and went toward Haran. And he lighted upon 
a certain place, and tarried there all night, because the sun was set; and he took of 
the stones of that place, and put them for his pillows, and lay down in that place to 
sleep. And he dreamed, and behold a ladder set up on the earth, and the top of 
it reached to heaven: and behold the angels of God ascending and descending 
on it.

And he gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, 
pastors and teachers; For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for 
the edifying of the body of Christ: Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the 
knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the 
fulness of Christ: That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried 
about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, 
whereby they lie in wait to deceive; But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him 
in all things, which is the head, even Christ: From whom the whole body fitly joined 
together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the 
effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto 
the edifying of itself in love. Ephesians 4:11-16 
 
THE BODY OF CHRIST! 
THE HOUSE OF GOD! 
 
According to the grace of God which is given unto me, as a wise masterbuilder, I have 
laid the foundation, and another buildeth thereon. But let every man take heed how he 
buildeth thereupon. For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is 
Jesus Christ. Now if any man build upon this foundation gold, silver, precious stones, 
wood, hay, stubble; Every man's work shall be made manifest: for the day shall declare it, 
because it shall be revealed by fire; and the fire shall try every man's work of what sort it 
is. If any man's work abide which he hath built thereupon, he shall receive a reward. If 
any man's work shall be burned, he shall suffer loss: but he himself shall be saved; yet so 
as by fire. Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God 
dwelleth in you? If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the 
temple of God is holy, which temple ye are.  1 Corinthians 3:10-17 
  
 
Now therefore ye are no more strangers and foreigners, but fellowcitizens with the saints, 
and of the household of God; And are built upon the foundation of the apostles and 
prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the chief corner stone; In whom all the building 
fitly framed together groweth unto an holy temple in the Lord: In whom ye also are 
builded together for an habitation of God through the Spirit. Ephesians 2:19-22 
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And the angel that talked with me came again, and waked me, as a man that is wakened 
out of his sleep, And said unto me, What seest thou? And I said, I have looked, and 
behold a candlestick all of gold, with a bowl upon the top of it, and his seven lamps 
thereon, and seven pipes to the seven lamps, which are upon the top thereof: And two 
olive trees by it, one upon the right side of the bowl, and the other upon the left side 
thereof. So I answered and spake to the angel that talked with me, saying, What are these, 
my lord? Then the angel that talked with me answered and said unto me, Knowest thou 
not what these be? And I said, No, my lord. Then he answered and spake unto me, 
saying, This is the word of the LORD unto Zerubbabel, saying, Not by might, nor by 
power, but by my spirit, saith the LORD of hosts. Who art thou, O great mountain? 
before Zerubbabel thou shalt become a plain: and he shall bring forth the headstone 
thereof with shoutings, crying, Grace, grace unto it. Moreover the word of the LORD 
came unto me, saying, The hands of Zerubbabel have laid the foundation of this 
house; his hands shall also finish it; and thou shalt know that the LORD of hosts 
hath sent me unto you. For who hath despised the day of small things? for they shall 
rejoice, and shall see the plummet in the hand of Zerubbabel with those seven; they are 
the eyes of the LORD, which run to and fro through the whole earth. Then answered I, 
and said unto him, What are these two olive trees upon the right side of the candlestick 
and upon the left side thereof? And I answered again, and said unto him, What be these 
two olive branches which through the two golden pipes empty the golden oil out of 
themselves? And he answered me and said, Knowest thou not what these be? And I said, 
No, my lord. Then said he, These are the two anointed ones, that stand by the Lord of the 
whole earth. Zechariah 1-14  
 
  

 
Then came the same Sheshbazzar, and laid the foundation of the house of God which is in 
Jerusalem: and since that time even until now hath it been in building, and yet it is not finished. 
Ezra 5:16 
 

YET IT IS NOT FINISHED??? 
 
BELOW – EZRA’S PRAYER!!! 

 
And at the evening sacrifice I arose up from my heaviness; and having rent my garment and my 
mantle, I fell upon my knees, and spread out my hands unto the LORD my God, And said, O my 
God, I am ashamed and blush to lift up my face to thee, my God: for our iniquities are increased 
over our head, and our trespass is grown up unto the heavens. Since the days of our fathers have 
we been in a great trespass unto this day; and for our iniquities have we, our kings, and our 
priests, been delivered into the hand of the kings of the lands, to the sword, to captivity, and to a 
spoil, and to confusion of face, as it is this day. And now for a little space grace hath been shewed 
from the LORD our God, to leave us a remnant to escape, and to give us a nail in his holy place, 
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that our God may lighten our eyes, and give us a little reviving in our bondage. For we were 
bondmen; yet our God hath not forsaken us in our bondage, but hath extended mercy unto us in 
the sight of the kings of Persia, to give us a reviving, to set up the house of our God, and to repair 
the desolations thereof, and to give us a wall in Judah and in Jerusalem. And now, O our God, 
what shall we say after this? for we have forsaken thy commandments, Which thou hast 
commanded by thy servants the prophets, saying, The land, unto which ye go to possess it, is an 
unclean land with the filthiness of the people of the lands, with their abominations, which have 
filled it from one end to another with their uncleanness. Now therefore give not your daughters 
unto their sons, neither take their daughters unto your sons, nor seek their peace or their wealth 
for ever: that ye may be strong, and eat the good of the land, and leave it for an inheritance to 
your children for ever. And after all that is come upon us for our evil deeds, and for our great 
trespass, seeing that thou our God hast punished us less than our iniquities deserve, and hast 
given us such deliverance as this; Should we again break thy commandments, and join in affinity 
with the people of these abominations? wouldest not thou be angry with us till thou hadst 
consumed us, so that there should be no remnant nor escaping? O LORD God of Israel, thou art 
righteous: for we remain yet escaped, as it is this day: behold, we are before thee in our 
trespasses: for we cannot stand before thee because of this. Ezra 9:5-15 
 

THE PEOPLE’S CONFESSION!!! 
 
Now when Ezra had prayed, and when he had confessed, weeping and casting himself down 
before the house of God, there assembled unto him out of Israel a very great congregation of men 
and women and children: for the people wept very sore. And Shechaniah the son of Jehiel, one of 
the sons of Elam, answered and said unto Ezra, We have trespassed against our God, and have 
taken strange wives of the people of the land: yet now there is hope in Israel concerning this 
thing. Now therefore let us make a covenant with our God to put away all the wives, and such as 
are born of them, according to the counsel of my lord, and of those that tremble at the 
commandment of our God; and let it be done according to the law. Arise; for this matter 
belongeth unto thee: we also will be with thee: be of good courage, and do it. Then arose Ezra, 
and made the chief priests, the Levites, and all Israel, to swear that they should do according to 
this word. And they sware. Then Ezra rose up from before the house of God, and went into the 
chamber of Johanan the son of Eliashib: and when he came thither, he did eat no bread, nor 
drink water: for he mourned because of the transgression of them that had been carried away. 
And they made proclamation throughout Judah and Jerusalem unto all the children of the 
captivity, that they should gather themselves together unto Jerusalem; And that whosoever 
would not come within three days, according to the counsel of the princes and the elders, all his 
substance should be forfeited, and himself separated from the congregation of those that had been 
carried away. Then all the men of Judah and Benjamin gathered themselves together unto 
Jerusalem within three days. It was the ninth month, on the twentieth day of the month; and all 
the people sat in the street of the house of God, trembling because of this matter, and for the 
great rain. And Ezra the priest stood up, and said unto them, Ye have transgressed, and have 
taken strange wives, to increase the trespass of Israel. Now therefore make confession unto the 
LORD God of your fathers, and do his pleasure: and separate yourselves from the people of the 
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land, and from the strange wives. Then all the congregation answered and said with a loud voice, 
As thou hast said, so must we do. But the people are many, and it is a time of much rain, and we 
are not able to stand without, neither is this a work of one day or two: for we are many that have 
transgressed in this thing. Let now our rulers of all the congregation stand, and let all them which 
have taken strange wives in our cities come at appointed times, and with them the elders of every 
city, and the judges thereof, until the fierce wrath of our God for this matter be turned from us. 
Only Jonathan the son of Asahel and Jahaziah the son of Tikvah were employed about this 
matter: and Meshullam and Shabbethai the Levite helped them. And the children of the captivity 
did so. And Ezra the priest, with certain chief of the fathers, after the house of their fathers, and 
all of them by their names, were separated, and sat down in the first day of the tenth month to 
examine the matter. And they made an end with all the men that had taken strange wives by the 
first day of the first month. Ezra 9:5-15 
 
 
 

 

Nehemiah 
 
 

The words of Nehemiah the son of Hachaliah. And it came to pass in the month Chisleu, in the 
twentieth year, as I was in Shushan the palace, That Hanani, one of my brethren, came, he and 
certain men of Judah; and I asked them concerning the Jews that had escaped, which were left of 
the captivity, and concerning Jerusalem. And they said unto me, The remnant that are left of the 
captivity there in the province are in great affliction and reproach: the wall of Jerusalem also is 
broken down, and the gates thereof are burned with fire. And it came to pass, when I heard 
these words, that I sat down and wept, and mourned certain days, and fasted, and prayed before 
the God of heaven, And said, I beseech thee, O LORD God of heaven, the great and terrible 
God, that keepeth covenant and mercy for them that love him and observe his commandments: 
Let thine ear now be attentive, and thine eyes open, that thou mayest hear the prayer of thy 
servant, which I pray before thee now, day and night, for the children of Israel thy servants, and 
confess the sins of the children of Israel, which we have sinned against thee: both I and my 
father's house have sinned. We have dealt very corruptly against thee, and have not kept the 
commandments, nor the statutes, nor the judgments, which thou commandedst thy servant 
Moses. Remember, I beseech thee, the word that thou commandedst thy servant Moses, saying, 
If ye transgress, I will scatter you abroad among the nations: But if ye turn unto me, and keep 
my commandments, and do them; though there were of you cast out unto the uttermost part of 
the heaven, yet will I gather them from thence, and will bring them unto the place that I have 
chosen to set my name there. Now these are thy servants and thy people, whom thou hast 
redeemed by thy great power, and by thy strong hand. O Lord, I beseech thee, let now thine ear 
be attentive to the prayer of thy servant, and to the prayer of thy servants, who desire to fear thy 
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name: and prosper, I pray thee, thy servant this day, and grant him mercy in the sight of this 
man. For I was the king's cupbearer.  Nehemiah 1:1-11 
 

AND WILL BRING THEM UNTO THE PLACE  
THAT I HAVE CHOSEN TO SET MY NAME THERE! 

 
And all the people gathered themselves together as one man into the street that was before the 
water gate; and they spake unto Ezra the scribe to bring the book of the law of Moses, which the 
LORD had commanded to Israel. And Ezra the priest brought the law before the congregation 
both of men and women, and all that could hear with understanding, upon the first day of the 
seventh month. And he read therein before the street that was before the water gate from the 
morning until midday, before the men and the women, and those that could understand; and 
the ears of all the people were attentive unto the book of the law. And Ezra the scribe stood upon 
a pulpit of wood, which they had made for the purpose; and beside him stood Mattithiah, and 
Shema, and Anaiah, and Urijah, and Hilkiah, and Maaseiah, on his right hand; and on his left 
hand, Pedaiah, and Mishael, and Malchiah, and Hashum, and Hashbadana, Zechariah, and 
Meshullam. And Ezra opened the book in the sight of all the people; (for he was above all the 
people;) and when he opened it, all the people stood up: And Ezra blessed the LORD, the great 
God. And all the people answered, Amen, Amen, with lifting up their hands: and they bowed 
their heads, and worshipped the LORD with their faces to the ground. Also Jeshua, and Bani, 
and Sherebiah, Jamin, Akkub, Shabbethai, Hodijah, Maaseiah, Kelita, Azariah, Jozabad, Hanan, 
Pelaiah, and the Levites, caused the people to understand the law: and the people stood in their 
place. So they read in the book in the law of God distinctly, and gave the sense, and caused them 
to understand the reading. And Nehemiah, which is the Tirshatha, and Ezra the priest the scribe, 
and the Levites that taught the people, said unto all the people, This day is holy unto the LORD 
your God; mourn not, nor weep. For all the people wept, when they heard the words of the law. 
Then he said unto them, Go your way, eat the fat, and drink the sweet, and send portions unto 
them for whom nothing is prepared: for this day is holy unto our Lord: neither be ye sorry; for 
the joy of the LORD is your strength. So the Levites stilled all the people, saying, Hold your 
peace, for the day is holy; neither be ye grieved. And all the people went their way to eat, and to 
drink, and to send portions, and to make great mirth, because they had understood the words that 
were declared unto them. And on the second day were gathered together the chief of the fathers of 
all the people, the priests, and the Levites, unto Ezra the scribe, even to understand the words of 
the law. And they found written in the law which the LORD had commanded by Moses, that the 
children of Israel should dwell in booths in the feast of the seventh month: And that they should 
publish and proclaim in all their cities, and in Jerusalem, saying, Go forth unto the mount, and 
fetch olive branches, and pine branches, and myrtle branches, and palm branches, and branches 
of thick trees, to make booths, as it is written. So the people went forth, and brought them, and 
made themselves booths, every one upon the roof of his house, and in their courts, and in the 
courts of the house of God, and in the street of the water gate, and in the street of the gate of 
Ephraim. And all the congregation of them that were come again out of the captivity made 
booths, and sat under the booths: for since the days of Jeshua the son of Nun unto that day had 
not the children of Israel done so. And there was very great gladness. Also day by day, from the 
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first day unto the last day, he read in the book of the law of God. And they kept the feast seven 
days; and on the eighth day was a solemn assembly, according unto the manner.   
Nehemiah 8:1-18 
 
 
 

“The Prophets” 
 
 

The word that Isaiah the son of Amoz saw concerning Judah and Jerusalem. And it shall come 
to pass in the last days, that the mountain of the LORD'S house shall be established in the top of 
the mountains, and shall be exalted above the hills; and all nations shall flow unto it. And many 
people shall go and say, Come ye, and let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of 
the God of Jacob; and he will teach us of his ways, and we will walk in his paths: for out of 
Zion shall go forth the law, and the word of the LORD from Jerusalem. And he shall judge 
among the nations, and shall rebuke many people: and they shall beat their swords into 
plowshares, and their spears into pruninghooks: nation shall not lift up sword against nation, 
neither shall they learn war any more. O house of Jacob, come ye, and let us walk in the light of 
the LORD. Isaiah 2:1-5 
 
For the LORD will have mercy on Jacob, and will yet choose Israel, and set them in their own 
land: and the strangers shall be joined with them, and they shall cleave to the house of Jacob. 
And the people shall take them, and bring them to their place: and the house of Israel shall 
possess them in the land of the LORD for servants and handmaids: and they shall take them 
captives, whose captives they were; and they shall rule over their oppressors. And it shall come 
to pass in the day that the LORD shall give thee rest from thy sorrow, and from thy fear, and 
from the hard bondage wherein thou wast made to serve…  Isaiah 14:1-3 
 
Woe to the land shadowing with wings, which is beyond the rivers of Ethiopia: That sendeth 
ambassadors by the sea, even in vessels of bulrushes upon the waters, saying, Go, ye swift 
messengers, to a nation scattered and peeled, to a people terrible from their beginning hitherto; 
a nation meted out and trodden down, whose land the rivers have spoiled! All ye inhabitants of 
the world, and dwellers on the earth, see ye, when he lifteth up an ensign on the mountains; and 
when he bloweth a trumpet, hear ye. For so the LORD said unto me, I will take my rest, and I 
will consider in my dwelling place like a clear heat upon herbs, and like a cloud of dew in the 
heat of harvest. For afore the harvest, when the bud is perfect, and the sour grape is ripening in 
the flower, he shall both cut off the sprigs with pruning hooks, and take away and cut down the 
branches. They shall be left together unto the fowls of the mountains, and to the beasts of the 
earth: and the fowls shall summer upon them, and all the beasts of the earth shall winter upon 
them. In that time shall the present be brought unto the LORD of hosts of a people scattered 
and peeled, and from a people terrible from their beginning hitherto; a nation meted out and 
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trodden under foot, whose land the rivers have spoiled, to the place of the name of the LORD of 
hosts, the mount Zion. Isaiah 18:1-7 
 
He shall cause them that come of Jacob to take root: Israel shall blossom and bud, and fill 
the face of the world with fruit... (Read James 5:7-8)  …And it shall come to pass in that day, 
that the LORD shall beat off from the channel of the river unto the stream of Egypt, and ye shall 
be gathered one by one, O ye children of Israel. And it shall come to pass in that day, that the 
great trumpet shall be blown, and they shall come which were ready to perish in the land of 
Assyria, and the outcasts in the land of Egypt, and shall worship the LORD in the holy mount 
at Jerusalem. Isaiah 27:6, 12-13 
 
The wilderness and the solitary place shall be glad for them; and the desert shall rejoice, and 
blossom as the rose. It shall blossom abundantly, and rejoice even with joy and singing: the 
glory of Lebanon shall be given unto it, the excellency of Carmel and Sharon, they shall see the 
glory of the LORD, and the excellency of our God. Strengthen ye the weak hands, and confirm 
the feeble knees. ( Read Hebrews 12:12-24) Say to them that are of a fearful heart, Be strong, 
fear not: behold, your God will come with vengeance, even God with a recompence; he will 
come and save you. Then the eyes of the blind shall be opened, and the ears of the deaf shall be 
unstopped. Then shall the lame man leap as an hart, and the tongue of the dumb sing: for in the 
wilderness shall waters break out, and streams in the desert. And the parched ground shall 
become a pool, and the thirsty land springs of water: in the habitation of dragons, where each 
lay, shall be grass with reeds and rushes. And an highway shall be there, and a way, and it 
shall be called The way of holiness; the unclean shall not pass over it; but it shall be for those: 
the wayfaring men, though fools, shall not err therein. No lion shall be there, nor any ravenous 
beast shall go up thereon, it shall not be found there; but the redeemed shall walk there: And 
the ransomed of the LORD shall return, and come to Zion with songs and everlasting joy 
upon their heads: they shall obtain joy and gladness, and sorrow and sighing shall flee away. 
Isaiah 35:1-10 
 
Comfort ye, comfort ye my people, saith your God. Speak ye comfortably to Jerusalem, and cry 
unto her, that her warfare is accomplished, that her iniquity is pardoned: for she hath received 
of the LORD'S hand double for all her sins. The voice of him that crieth in the wilderness, 
Prepare ye the way of the LORD, make straight in the desert a highway for our God. Every 
valley shall be exalted, and every mountain and hill shall be made low: and the crooked shall 
be made straight, and the rough places plain: And the glory of the LORD shall be revealed, and 
all flesh shall see it together: for the mouth of the LORD hath spoken it. The voice said, Cry. 
And he said, What shall I cry? All flesh is grass, and all the goodliness thereof is as the flower 
of the field: The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: because the spirit of the LORD bloweth 
upon it: surely the people is grass. The grass withereth, the flower fadeth: but the word of our 
God shall stand for ever. O Zion, that bringest good tidings, get thee up into the high 
mountain; O Jerusalem, that bringest good tidings, lift up thy voice with strength; lift it up, 
be not afraid; say unto the cities of Judah, Behold your God! Behold, the Lord GOD will 
come with strong hand, and his arm shall rule for him: behold, his reward is with him, and his 
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work before him. He shall feed his flock like a shepherd: he shall gather the lambs with his arm, 
and carry them in his bosom, and shall gently lead those that are with young. Isaiah 40:1-11  
 
But thou, Israel, art my servant, Jacob whom I have chosen, the seed of Abraham my friend. 
Thou whom I have taken from the ends of the earth, and called thee from the chief men thereof, 
and said unto thee, Thou art my servant; I have chosen thee, and not cast thee away. Fear thou 
not; for I am with thee: be not dismayed; for I am thy God: I will strengthen thee; yea, I will 
help thee; yea, I will uphold thee with the right hand of my righteousness. Behold, all they that 
were incensed against thee shall be ashamed and confounded: they shall be as nothing; and 
they that strive with thee shall perish. Thou shalt seek them, and shalt not find them, even them 
that contended with thee: they that war against thee shall be as nothing, and as a thing of 
nought. For I the LORD thy God will hold thy right hand, saying unto thee, Fear not; I will help 
thee. Fear not, thou worm Jacob, and ye men of Israel; I will help thee, saith the LORD, and thy 
redeemer, the Holy One of Israel. Behold, I will make thee a new sharp threshing instrument 
having teeth: thou shalt thresh the mountains, and beat them small, and shalt make the hills as 
chaff. Thou shalt fan them, and the wind shall carry them away, and the whirlwind shall scatter 
them: and thou shalt rejoice in the LORD, and shalt glory in the Holy One of Israel. When the 
poor and needy seek water, and there is none, and their tongue faileth for thirst, I the LORD 
will hear them, I the God of Israel will not forsake them. I will open rivers in high places, and 
fountains in the midst of the valleys: I will make the wilderness a pool of water, and the dry 
land springs of water. I will plant in the wilderness the cedar, the shittah tree, and the myrtle, 
and the oil tree; I will set in the desert the fir tree, and the pine, and the box tree together: That 
they may see, and know, and consider, and understand together, that the hand of the LORD 
hath done this, and the Holy One of Israel hath created it. Produce your cause, saith the 
LORD; bring forth your strong reasons, saith the King of Jacob. Let them bring them forth, 
and shew us what shall happen: let them shew the former things, what they be, that we may 
consider them, and know the latter end of them; or declare us things for to come. Shew the 
things that are to come hereafter, that we may know that ye are gods: yea, do good, or do evil, 
that we may be dismayed, and behold it together. Behold, ye are of nothing, and your work of 
nought: an abomination is he that chooseth you. I have raised up one from the north, and he 
shall come: from the rising of the sun shall he call upon my name: and he shall come upon 
princes as upon morter, and as the potter treadeth clay. Who hath declared from the beginning, 
that we may know? and beforetime, that we may say, He is righteous? yea, there is none that 
sheweth, yea, there is none that declareth, yea, there is none that heareth your words. The first 
shall say to Zion, Behold, behold them: and I will give to Jerusalem one that bringeth good 
tidings. For I beheld, and there was no man; even among them, and there was no counsellor, 
that, when I asked of them, could answer a word. Behold, they are all vanity; their works are 
nothing: their molten images are wind and confusion. Isaiah 41:8-29  
 
Thus saith the LORD, In an acceptable time have I heard thee, and in a day of salvation have I 
helped thee: and I will preserve thee, and give thee for a covenant of the people, to establish the 
earth, to cause to inherit the desolate heritages; That thou mayest say to the prisoners, Go 
forth; to them that are in darkness, Shew yourselves. They shall feed in the ways, and their 
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pastures shall be in all high places. They shall not hunger nor thirst; neither shall the heat nor 
sun smite them: for he that hath mercy on them shall lead them, even by the springs of water 
shall he guide them. And I will make all my mountains a way, and my highways shall be 
exalted. Behold, these shall come from far: and, lo, these from the north and from the west; and 
these from the land of Sinim. Sing, O heavens; and be joyful, O earth; and break forth into 
singing, O mountains: for the LORD hath comforted his people, and will have mercy upon his 
afflicted. But Zion said, The LORD hath forsaken me, and my Lord hath forgotten me. Can a 
woman forget her sucking child, that she should not have compassion on the son of her womb? 
yea, they may forget, yet will I not forget thee. Behold, I have graven thee upon the palms of my 
hands; thy walls are continually before me. Thy children shall make haste; thy destroyers and 
they that made thee waste shall go forth of thee. Lift up thine eyes round about, and behold: all 
these gather themselves together, and come to thee. As I live, saith the LORD, thou shalt surely 
clothe thee with them all, as with an ornament, and bind them on thee, as a bride doeth.  For 
thy waste and thy desolate places, and the land of thy destruction, shall even now be too narrow 
by reason of the inhabitants, and they that swallowed thee up shall be far away. The children 
which thou shalt have, after thou hast lost the other, shall say again in thine ears, The place is 
too strait for me: give place to me that I may dwell. Then shalt thou say in thine heart, Who 
hath begotten me these, seeing I have lost my children, and am desolate, a captive, and 
removing to and fro? and who hath brought up these? Behold, I was left alone; these, where 
had they been? Thus saith the Lord GOD, Behold, I will lift up mine hand to the Gentiles, and 
set up my standard to the people: and they shall bring thy sons in their arms, and thy daughters 
shall be carried upon their shoulders. And kings shall be thy nursing fathers, and their queens 
thy nursing mothers: they shall bow down to thee with their face toward the earth, and lick up 
the dust of thy feet; and thou shalt know that I am the LORD: for they shall not be ashamed that 
wait for me. Isaiah 49:8-23 

 
Arise, shine; for thy light is come, and the glory of the LORD is risen upon thee. For, behold, 
the darkness shall cover the earth, and gross darkness the people: but the LORD shall arise 
upon thee, and his glory shall be seen upon thee. And the Gentiles shall come to thy light, and 
kings to the brightness of thy rising. Lift up thine eyes round about, and see: all they gather 
themselves together, they come to thee: thy sons shall come from far, and thy daughters shall 
be nursed at thy side. Then thou shalt see, and flow together, and thine heart shall fear, and 
be enlarged; because the abundance of the sea shall be converted unto thee, the forces of the 
Gentiles shall come unto thee…   …And the sons of strangers shall build up thy walls, and 
their kings shall minister unto thee: for in my wrath I smote thee, but in my favour have I 
had mercy on thee. Therefore thy gates shall be open continually; they shall not be shut day 
nor night; that men may bring unto thee the forces of the Gentiles, and that their kings may be 
brought. For the nation and kingdom that will not serve thee shall perish; yea, those nations 
shall be utterly wasted. The glory of Lebanon shall come unto thee, the fir tree, the pine tree, 
and the box together, to beautify the place of my sanctuary; and I will make the place of my 
feet glorious. The sons also of them that afflicted thee shall come bending unto thee; and all 
they that despised thee shall bow themselves down at the soles of thy feet; and they shall call 
thee, The city of the LORD, The Zion of the Holy One of Israel. Isaiah 60:1-5; 10-14 
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For Zion's sake will I not hold my peace, and for Jerusalem's sake I will not rest, until the 
righteousness thereof go forth as brightness, and the salvation thereof as a lamp that 
burneth. And the Gentiles shall see thy righteousness, and all kings thy glory: and thou shalt be 
called by a new name, which the mouth of the LORD shall name. Thou shalt also be a crown of 
glory in the hand of the LORD, and a royal diadem in the hand of thy God. Thou shalt no more 
be termed Forsaken; neither shall thy land any more be termed Desolate: but thou shalt be 
called Hephzibah, and thy land Beulah: for the LORD delighteth in thee, and thy land shall be 
married. For as a young man marrieth a virgin, so shall thy sons marry thee: and as the 
bridegroom rejoiceth over the bride, so shall thy God rejoice over thee. I have set watchmen 
upon thy walls, O Jerusalem, which shall never hold their peace day nor night: ye that make 
mention of the LORD, keep not silence, And give him no rest, till he establish, and till he make 
Jerusalem a praise in the earth. The LORD hath sworn by his right hand, and by the arm of his 
strength, Surely I will no more give thy corn to be meat for thine enemies; and the sons of the 
stranger shall not drink thy wine, for the which thou hast laboured: But they that have gathered 
it shall eat it, and praise the LORD; and they that have brought it together shall drink it in the 
courts of my holiness. Go through, go through the gates; prepare ye the way of the people; cast 
up, cast up the highway; gather out the stones; lift up a standard for the people. Behold, the 
LORD hath proclaimed unto the end of the world, Say ye to the daughter of Zion, Behold, thy 
salvation cometh; behold, his reward is with him, and his work before him. And they shall 
call them, The holy people, The redeemed of the LORD: and thou shalt be called, Sought out, 
A city not forsaken. Isaiah 62:1-12  
 
Thus saith the LORD, The heaven is my throne, and the earth is my footstool: where is the 
house that ye build unto me? and where is the place of my rest? For all those things hath mine 
hand made, and all those things have been, saith the LORD: but to this man will I look, even to 
him that is poor and of a contrite spirit, and trembleth at my word…   …Hear the word of the 
LORD, ye that tremble at his word; Your brethren that hated you, that cast you out for my 
name's sake, said, Let the LORD be glorified: but he shall appear to your joy, and they shall be 
ashamed. A voice of noise from the city, a voice from the temple, a voice of the LORD that 
rendereth recompence to his enemies. Before she travailed, she brought forth; before her 
pain came, she was delivered of a man child. Who hath heard such a thing? who hath seen 
such things? Shall the earth be made to bring forth in one day? or shall a nation be born at 
once? for as soon as Zion travailed, she brought forth her children. Shall I bring to the birth, 
and not cause to bring forth? saith the LORD: shall I cause to bring forth, and shut the 
womb? saith thy God. Rejoice ye with Jerusalem, and be glad with her, all ye that love her: 
rejoice for joy with her, all ye that mourn for her: That ye may suck, and be satisfied with the 
breasts of her consolations; that ye may milk out, and be delighted with the abundance of her 
glory. For thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will extend peace to her like a river, and the glory of 
the Gentiles like a flowing stream: then shall ye suck, ye shall be borne upon her sides, and be 
dandled upon her knees. As one whom his mother comforteth, so will I comfort you; and ye 
shall be comforted in Jerusalem.  Isaiah 66:1-2; 5-13 
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Thus saith the LORD of hosts, the God of Israel, Amend your ways and your doings, and I will 
cause you to dwell in this place. Trust ye not in lying words, saying, The temple of the LORD, 
The temple of the LORD, The temple of the LORD, are these. For if ye throughly amend your 
ways and your doings; if ye throughly execute judgment between a man and his neighbour; If ye 
oppress not the stranger, the fatherless, and the widow, and shed not innocent blood in this 
place, neither walk after other gods to your hurt: Then will I cause you to dwell in this place, 
in the land that I gave to your fathers, for ever and ever. Jeremiah 7:3-7 
 
They shall be carried to Babylon, and there shall they be until the day that I visit them, saith the 
LORD; then will I bring them up, and restore them to this place. Jeremiah 27:22 
 
For thus saith the LORD, That after seventy years be accomplished at Babylon I will visit you, 
and perform my good word toward you, in causing you to return to this place. For I know the 
thoughts that I think toward you, saith the LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you 
an expected end. Then shall ye call upon me, and ye shall go and pray unto me, and I will 
hearken unto you. And ye shall seek me, and find me, when ye shall search for me with all your 
heart. And I will be found of you, saith the LORD: and I will turn away your captivity, and I 
will gather you from all the nations, and from all the places whither I have driven you, saith 
the LORD; and I will bring you again into the place whence I caused you to be carried away 
captive. Jeremiah 29:10-14 
 
Then the spirit took me up, and I heard behind me a voice of a great rushing, saying, Blessed be 
the glory of the LORD from his place. Ezekiel 3:12 
 
My face will I turn also from them, and they shall pollute my secret place: for the robbers shall 
enter into it, and defile it. Ezekiel 7:22 
 
Afterward he brought me to the gate, even the gate that looketh toward the east: And, behold, 
the glory of the God of Israel came from the way of the east: and his voice was like a noise of 
many waters: and the earth shined with his glory. And it was according to the appearance of 
the vision which I saw, even according to the vision that I saw when I came to destroy the city: 
and the visions were like the vision that I saw by the river Chebar; and I fell upon my face. 
And the glory of the LORD came into the house by the way of the gate whose prospect is 
toward the east. So the spirit took me up, and brought me into the inner court; and, behold, 
the glory of the LORD filled the house. And I heard him speaking unto me out of the house; 
and the man stood by me. And he said unto me, Son of man, the place of my throne, and the 
place of the soles of my feet, where I will dwell in the midst of the children of Israel for ever, 
and my holy name, shall the house of Israel no more defile, neither they, nor their kings, by 
their whoredom, nor by the carcases of their kings in their high places. Ezekiel 43:1-7 
 
Now when she had weaned Loruhamah, she conceived, and bare a son. Then said God, Call his 
name Loammi: for ye are not my people, and I will not be your God. Yet the number of the 
children of Israel shall be as the sand of the sea, which cannot be measured nor numbered; and 
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it shall come to pass, that in the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people, 
there it shall be said unto them, Ye are the sons of the living God. Then shall the children of 
Judah and the children of Israel be gathered together, and appoint themselves one head, and 
they shall come up out of the land: for great shall be the day of Jezreel. Hosea 1:8-11

What if God, willing to shew his wrath, and to make his power known, endured with 
much longsuffering the vessels of wrath fitted to destruction: And that he might 
make known the riches of his glory on the vessels of mercy, which he had afore 
prepared unto glory, Even us, whom he hath called, not of the Jews only, but also of 
the Gentiles? As he saith also in Osee, I will call them my people, which were not my 
people; and her beloved, which was not beloved. And it shall come to pass, that in 
the place where it was said unto them, Ye are not my people; there shall they be 
called the children of the living God. Esaias also crieth concerning Israel, Though the 
number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, a remnant shall be saved: For 
he will finish the work, and cut it short in righteousness: because a short work will the 
Lord make upon the earth. And as Esaias said before, Except the Lord of Sabaoth had left 
us a seed, we had been as Sodoma, and been made like unto Gomorrha. What shall we 
say then? That the Gentiles, which followed not after righteousness, have attained to 
righteousness, even the righteousness which is of faith. But Israel, which followed after 
the law of righteousness, hath not attained to the law of righteousness. Wherefore? 
Because they sought it not by faith, but as it were by the works of the law. For they 
stumbled at that stumblingstone; As it is written, Behold, I lay in Sion a stumblingstone 
and rock of offence: and whosoever believeth on him shall not be ashamed.   
Romans 9:22-33

Whom shall he teach knowledge? and whom shall he make to understand doctrine? them 
that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the breasts. For precept must be upon 
precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a 
little: For with stammering lips and another tongue will he speak to this people. To 
whom he said, This is the rest wherewith ye may cause the weary to rest; and this is 
the refreshing: yet they would not hear. But the word of the LORD was unto them 
precept upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, 
and there a little; that they might go, and fall backward, and be broken, and snared, and 
taken. Wherefore hear the word of the LORD, ye scornful men, that rule this people 
which is in Jerusalem. Because ye have said, We have made a covenant with death, and 
with hell are we at agreement; when the overflowing scourge shall pass through, it shall 
not come unto us: for we have made lies our refuge, and under falsehood have we hid 
ourselves: Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD, Behold, I lay in Zion for a foundation 
a stone, a tried stone, a precious corner stone, a sure foundation: he that believeth 
shall not make haste. Judgment also will I lay to the line, and righteousness to the 
plummet: and the hail shall sweep away the refuge of lies, and the waters shall overflow 
the hiding place. Isaiah 28:9-17

And when Peter saw it, he answered unto the people, Ye men of Israel, why marvel 
ye at this? or why look ye so earnestly on us, as though by our own power or 
holiness we had made this man to walk? The God of Abraham, and of Isaac, and 
of Jacob, the God of our fathers, hath glorified his Son Jesus; whom ye 
delivered up, and denied him in the presence of Pilate, when he was determined to 
let him go. But ye denied the Holy One and the Just, and desired a murderer to be 
granted unto you; And killed the Prince of life, whom God hath raised from the 
dead; whereof we are witnesses. And his name through faith in his name hath 
made this man strong, whom ye see and know: yea, the faith which is by him hath 
given him this perfect soundness in the presence of you all. And now, brethren, I 
wot that through ignorance ye did it, as did also your rulers. But those things, 
which God before had shewed by the mouth of all his prophets, that Christ should 
suffer, he hath so fulfilled. Repent ye therefore, and be converted, that your sins 
may be blotted out, when the times of refreshing shall come from the presence 
of the Lord; And he shall send Jesus Christ, which before was preached unto 
you: Whom the heaven must receive until the times of restitution of all things, 
which God hath spoken by the mouth of all his holy prophets since the world 
began. For Moses truly said unto the fathers, A prophet shall the Lord your God 
raise up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him shall ye hear in all things 
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whatsoever he shall say unto you. And it shall come to pass, that every soul, which 
will not hear that prophet, shall be destroyed from among the people. Yea, and all 
the prophets from Samuel and those that follow after, as many as have spoken, 
have likewise foretold of these days. Ye are the children of the prophets, and of the 
covenant which God made with our fathers, saying unto Abraham, And in thy seed 
shall all the kindreds of the earth be blessed. Unto you first God, having raised up 
his Son Jesus, sent him to bless you, in turning away every one of you from his 
iniquities. Acts 3:12-26

And when he was come near, he beheld the city, and wept over it, Saying, If thou hadst known, 
even thou, at least in this thy day, the things which belong unto thy peace! but now they are hid 
from thine eyes. For the days shall come upon thee, that thine enemies shall cast a trench about 
thee, and compass thee round, and keep thee in on every side, And shall lay thee even with the 
ground, and thy children within thee; and they shall not leave in thee one stone upon another; 
because thou knewest not the time of thy visitation. And he went into the temple, and began to 
cast out them that sold therein, and them that bought; Saying unto them, It is written, My house 
is the house of prayer: but ye have made it a den of thieves. And he taught daily in the temple. 
But the chief priests and the scribes and the chief of the people sought to destroy him, And 
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could not find what they might do: for all the people were very attentive to hear him. Luke 
19:41-48 
 
And as some spake of the temple, how it was adorned with goodly stones and gifts, he said, As 
for these things which ye behold, the days will come, in the which there shall not be left one 
stone upon another, that shall not be thrown down. And they asked him, saying, Master, but 
when shall these things be? and what sign will there be when these things shall come to pass? 
And he said, Take heed that ye be not deceived: for many shall come in my name, saying, I am 
Christ; and the time draweth near: go ye not therefore after them. But when ye shall hear of 
wars and commotions, be not terrified: for these things must first come to pass; but the end is 
not by and by. Then said he unto them, Nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against 
kingdom: And great earthquakes shall be in divers places, and famines, and pestilences; and 
fearful sights and great signs shall there be from heaven. But before all these, they shall lay 
their hands on you, and persecute you, delivering you up to the synagogues, and into prisons, 
being brought before kings and rulers for my name's sake. And it shall turn to you for a 
testimony. Settle it therefore in your hearts, not to meditate before what ye shall answer: For I 
will give you a mouth and wisdom, which all your adversaries shall not be able to gainsay nor 
resist. And ye shall be betrayed both by parents, and brethren, and kinsfolks, and friends; and 
some of you shall they cause to be put to death. And ye shall be hated of all men for my name's 
sake. But there shall not an hair of your head perish. In your patience possess ye your souls.   
And when ye shall see Jerusalem compassed with armies, then know that the desolation thereof 
is nigh. Then let them which are in Judaea flee to the mountains; and let them which are in the 
midst of it depart out; and let not them that are in the countries enter thereinto. For these be the 
days of vengeance, that all things which are written may be fulfilled. But woe unto them that are 
with child, and to them that give suck, in those days! for there shall be great distress in the land, 
and wrath upon this people. And they shall fall by the edge of the sword, and shall be led away 
captive into all nations: and Jerusalem shall be trodden down of the Gentiles, until the times of 
the Gentiles be fulfilled. And there shall be signs in the sun, and in the moon, and in the stars; 
and upon the earth distress of nations, with perplexity; the sea and the waves roaring;  Men's 
hearts failing them for fear, and for looking after those things which are coming on the earth: 
for the powers of heaven shall be shaken. And then shall they see the Son of man coming in a 
cloud with power and great glory. And when these things begin to come to pass, then look up, 
and lift up your heads; for your redemption draweth nigh.  Luke 21:5-28 

 
 
THE APOSTLES 
 
  
And they, continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house, 
did eat their meat with gladness and singleness of heart, Praising God, and having favour with all the 
people. And the Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved. 
Acts 2:46-47 
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Now Peter and John went up together into the temple at the hour of prayer, being the ninth hour. 
And a certain man lame from his mother's womb was carried, whom they laid daily at the gate of the 
temple which is called Beautiful, to ask alms of them that entered into the temple; Who seeing Peter 
and John about to go into the temple asked an alms. And Peter, fastening his eyes upon him with 
John, said, Look on us. And he gave heed unto them, expecting to receive something of them. Then 
Peter said, Silver and gold have I none; but such as I have give I thee: In the name of Jesus Christ of 
Nazareth rise up and walk. And he took him by the right hand, and lifted him up: and immediately his 
feet and ankle bones received strength. And he leaping up stood, and walked, and entered with them 
into the temple, walking, and leaping, and praising God. And all the people saw him walking and 
praising God: And they knew that it was he which sat for alms at the Beautiful gate of the temple: 
and they were filled with wonder and amazement at that which had happened unto him. And as the 
lame man which was healed held Peter and John, all the people ran together unto them in the porch 
that is called Solomon's, greatly wondering. 
Acts 3:1-11  
 
And as they spake unto the people, the priests, and the captain of the temple, and the Sadducees, came 
upon them, Being grieved that they taught the people, and preached through Jesus the resurrection 
from the dead. And they laid hands on them, and put them in hold unto the next day: for it was now 
eventide. Howbeit many of them which heard the word believed; and the number of the men was about 
five thousand.  And it came to pass on the morrow, that their rulers, and elders, and scribes,  And 
Annas the high priest, and Caiaphas, and John, and Alexander, and as many as were of the kindred of 
the high priest, were gathered together at Jerusalem. And when they had set them in the midst, they 
asked, By what power, or by what name, have ye done this? Then Peter, filled with the Holy Ghost, 
said unto them, Ye rulers of the people, and elders of Israel, If we this day be examined of the good 
deed done to the impotent man, by what means he is made whole; Be it known unto you all, and to all 
the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom God 
raised from the dead, even by him doth this man stand here before you whole. This is the stone which 
was set at nought of you builders, which is become the head of the corner. Neither is there salvation in 
any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved. 
Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they were unlearned and 
ignorant men, they marvelled; and they took knowledge of them, that they had been with Jesus.  And 
beholding the man which was healed standing with them, they could say nothing against it. But when 
they had commanded them to go aside out of the council, they conferred among themselves, Saying, 
What shall we do to these men? for that indeed a notable miracle hath been done by them is manifest 
to all them that dwell in Jerusalem; and we cannot deny it. But that it spread no further among the 
people, let us straitly threaten them, that they speak henceforth to no man in this name. And they 
called them, and commanded them not to speak at all nor teach in the name of Jesus. But Peter and 
John answered and said unto them, Whether it be right in the sight of God to hearken unto you more 
than unto God, judge ye. For we cannot but speak the things which we have seen and heard. So when 
they had further threatened them, they let them go, finding nothing how they might punish them, 
because of the people: for all men glorified God for that which was done. For the man was above 
forty years old, on whom this miracle of healing was shewed. And being let go, they went to their own 
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company, and reported all that the chief priests and elders had said unto them. And when they heard 
that, they lifted up their voice to God with one accord, and said, Lord, thou art God, which hast made 
heaven, and earth, and the sea, and all that in them is: Who by the mouth of thy servant David hast 
said, Why did the heathen rage, and the people imagine vain things? The kings of the earth stood up, 
and the rulers were gathered together against the Lord, and against his Christ. For of a truth against 
thy holy child Jesus, whom thou hast anointed, both Herod, and Pontius Pilate, with the Gentiles, and 
the people of Israel, were gathered together, For to do whatsoever thy hand and thy counsel 
determined before to be done. And now, Lord, behold their threatenings: and grant unto thy servants, 
that with all boldness they may speak thy word, By stretching forth thine hand to heal; and that signs 
and wonders may be done by the name of thy holy child Jesus. And when they had prayed, the place 
was shaken where they were assembled together; and they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and 
they spake the word of God with boldness. And the multitude of them that believed were of one heart 
and of one soul: neither said any of them that ought of the things which he possessed was his own; but 
they had all things common. And with great power gave the apostles witness of the resurrection of the 
Lord Jesus: and great grace was upon them all. Neither was there any among them that lacked: for as 
many as were possessors of lands or houses sold them, and brought the prices of the things that were 
sold, And laid them down at the apostles' feet: and distribution was made unto every man according 
as he had need. And Joses, who by the apostles was surnamed Barnabas, (which is, being interpreted, 
The son of consolation,) a Levite, and of the country of Cyprus, Having land, sold it, and brought the 
money, and laid it at the apostles' feet. 
Acts 4:1-37 
 
And by the hands of the apostles were many signs and wonders wrought among the people; (and they 
were all with one accord in Solomon's porch. And of the rest durst no man join himself to them: but 
the people magnified them. And believers were the more added to the Lord, multitudes both of men 
and women.) Insomuch that they brought forth the sick into the streets, and laid them on beds and 
couches, that at the least the shadow of Peter passing by might overshadow some of them. There came 
also a multitude out of the cities round about unto Jerusalem, bringing sick folks, and them which 
were vexed with unclean spirits: and they were healed every one.  Then the high priest rose up, and all 
they that were with him, (which is the sect of the Sadducees,) and were filled with indignation, And 
laid their hands on the apostles, and put them in the common prison. But the angel of the Lord by 
night opened the prison doors, and brought them forth, and said, Go, stand and speak in the temple 
to the people all the words of this life. And when they heard that, they entered into the temple early 
in the morning, and taught. But the high priest came, and they that were with him, and called the 
council together, and all the senate of the children of Israel, and sent to the prison to have them 
brought. But when the officers came, and found them not in the prison, they returned, and told, 
Saying, The prison truly found we shut with all safety, and the keepers standing without before the 
doors: but when we had opened, we found no man within. Now when the high priest and the captain of 
the temple and the chief priests heard these things, they doubted of them whereunto this would grow. 
Then came one and told them, saying, Behold, the men whom ye put in prison are standing in the 
temple, and teaching the people. Then went the captain with the officers, and brought them without 
violence: for they feared the people, lest they should have been stoned. And when they had brought 
them, they set them before the council: and the high priest asked them, Saying, Did not we straitly 
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command you that ye should not teach in this name? and, behold, ye have filled Jerusalem with your 
doctrine, and intend to bring this man's blood upon us. Then Peter and the other apostles answered 
and said, We ought to obey God rather than men. The God of our fathers raised up Jesus, whom ye 
slew and hanged on a tree. Him hath God exalted with his right hand to be a Prince and a Saviour, for 
to give repentance to Israel, and forgiveness of sins. And we are his witnesses of these things; and so 
is also the Holy Ghost, whom God hath given to them that obey him. When they heard that, they were 
cut to the heart, and took counsel to slay them. Then stood there up one in the council, a Pharisee, 
named Gamaliel, a doctor of the law, had in reputation among all the people, and commanded to put 
the apostles forth a little space; And said unto them, Ye men of Israel, take heed to yourselves what ye 
intend to do as touching these men. For before these days rose up Theudas, boasting himself to be 
somebody; to whom a number of men, about four hundred, joined themselves: who was slain; and all, 
as many as obeyed him, were scattered, and brought to nought. After this man rose up Judas of 
Galilee in the days of the taxing, and drew away much people after him: he also perished; and all, 
even as many as obeyed him, were dispersed. And now I say unto you, Refrain from these men, and let 
them alone: for if this counsel or this work be of men, it will come to nought: But if it be of God, ye 
cannot overthrow it; lest haply ye be found even to fight against God. And to him they agreed: and 
when they had called the apostles, and beaten them, they commanded that they should not speak in the 
name of Jesus, and let them go. And they departed from the presence of the council, rejoicing that 
they were counted worthy to suffer shame for his name. And daily in the temple, and in every 
house, they ceased not to teach and preach Jesus Christ. 
Acts 5:12-42 
 
 
 

Stephen 
 
 
 

And in those days, when the number of the disciples was multiplied, there arose a murmuring of 
the Grecians against the Hebrews, because their widows were neglected in the daily 
ministration. Then the twelve called the multitude of the disciples unto them, and said, It is not 
reason that we should leave the word of God, and serve tables. Wherefore, brethren, look ye out 
among you seven men of honest report, full of the Holy Ghost and wisdom, whom we may 
appoint over this business. But we will give ourselves continually to prayer, and to the ministry 
of the word. And the saying pleased the whole multitude: and they chose Stephen, a man full 
of faith and of the Holy Ghost, and Philip, and Prochorus, and Nicanor, and Timon, and 
Parmenas, and Nicolas a proselyte of Antioch: Whom they set before the apostles: and when 
they had prayed, they laid their hands on them. Acts 6:1-6 
 
And Stephen, full of faith and power, did great wonders and miracles among the people. Then 
there arose certain of the synagogue, which is called the synagogue of the Libertines, and 
Cyrenians, and Alexandrians, and of them of Cilicia and of Asia, disputing with Stephen. And 
they were not able to resist the wisdom and the spirit by which he spake. Then they suborned 
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men, which said, We have heard him speak blasphemous words against Moses, and against 
God. And they stirred up the people, and the elders, and the scribes, and came upon him, and 
caught him, and brought him to the council, And set up false witnesses, which said, This man 
ceaseth not to speak blasphemous words against this holy place, and the law: For we have 
heard him say, that this Jesus of Nazareth shall destroy this place, and shall change the 
customs which Moses delivered us. And all that sat in the council, looking stedfastly on him, 
saw his face as it had been the face of an angel. Acts 6:7-15 

 
Then said the high priest, Are these things so? And he said, Men, brethren, and fathers, 
hearken; The God of glory appeared unto our father Abraham, when he was in Mesopotamia, 
before he dwelt in Charran, And said unto him, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy 
kindred, and come into the land which I shall shew thee. Then came he out of the land of the 
Chaldaeans, and dwelt in Charran: and from thence, when his father was dead, he removed 
him into this land, wherein ye now dwell. And he gave him none inheritance in it, no, not so 
much as to set his foot on: yet he promised that he would give it to him for a possession, and to 
his seed after him, when as yet he had no child. And God spake on this wise, That his seed 
should sojourn in a strange land; and that they should bring them into bondage, and entreat 
them evil four hundred years. And the nation to whom they shall be in bondage will I judge, 
said God: and after that shall they come forth, and serve me in this place. And he gave him the 
covenant of circumcision: and so Abraham begat Isaac, and circumcised him the eighth day; 
and Isaac begat Jacob; and Jacob begat the twelve patriarchs. And the patriarchs, moved with 
envy, sold Joseph into Egypt: but God was with him, And delivered him out of all his afflictions, 
and gave him favour and wisdom in the sight of Pharaoh king of Egypt; and he made him 
governor over Egypt and all his house. Now there came a dearth over all the land of Egypt and 
Chanaan, and great affliction: and our fathers found no sustenance. But when Jacob heard that 
there was corn in Egypt, he sent out our fathers first. And at the second time Joseph was made 
known to his brethren; and Joseph's kindred was made known unto Pharaoh. Then sent Joseph, 
and called his father Jacob to him, and all his kindred, threescore and fifteen souls. So Jacob 
went down into Egypt, and died, he, and our fathers, And were carried over into Sychem, and 
laid in the sepulchre that Abraham bought for a sum of money of the sons of Emmor the father 
of Sychem.  But when the time of the promise drew nigh, which God had sworn to Abraham, the 
people grew and multiplied in Egypt, Till another king arose, which knew not Joseph. The same 
dealt subtilly with our kindred, and evil entreated our fathers, so that they cast out their young 
children, to the end they might not live. In which time Moses was born, and was exceeding fair, 
and nourished up in his father's house three months: And when he was cast out, Pharaoh's 
daughter took him up, and nourished him for her own son. And Moses was learned in all the 
wisdom of the Egyptians, and was mighty in words and in deeds. And when he was full forty 
years old, it came into his heart to visit his brethren the children of Israel. And seeing one of 
them suffer wrong, he defended him, and avenged him that was oppressed, and smote the 
Egyptian: For he supposed his brethren would have understood how that God by his hand 
would deliver them: but they understood not. And the next day he shewed himself unto them as 
they strove, and would have set them at one again, saying, Sirs, ye are brethren; why do ye 
wrong one to another? But he that did his neighbour wrong thrust him away, saying, Who made 
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thee a ruler and a judge over us?  Wilt thou kill me, as thou diddest the Egyptian yesterday? 
Then fled Moses at this saying, and was a stranger in the land of Madian, where he begat two 
sons. And when forty years were expired, there appeared to him in the wilderness of mount Sina 
an angel of the Lord in a flame of fire in a bush. When Moses saw it, he wondered at the sight: 
and as he drew near to behold it, the voice of the Lord came unto him, Saying, I am the God of 
thy fathers, the God of Abraham, and the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. Then Moses 
trembled, and durst not behold. Then said the Lord to him, Put off thy shoes from thy feet: for 
the place where thou standest is holy ground. I have seen, I have seen the affliction of my 
people which is in Egypt, and I have heard their groaning, and am come down to deliver them. 
And now come, I will send thee into Egypt. This Moses whom they refused, saying, Who made 
thee a ruler and a judge? the same did God send to be a ruler and a deliverer by the hand of the 
angel which appeared to him in the bush. He brought them out, after that he had shewed 
wonders and signs in the land of Egypt, and in the Red sea, and in the wilderness forty years. 
 This is that Moses, which said unto the children of Israel, A prophet shall the Lord your God 
raise up unto you of your brethren, like unto me; him shall ye hear. This is he, that was in the 
church in the wilderness with the angel which spake to him in the mount Sina, and with our 
fathers: who received the lively oracles to give unto us: To whom our fathers would not obey, 
but thrust him from them, and in their hearts turned back again into Egypt, Saying unto Aaron, 
Make us gods to go before us: for as for this Moses, which brought us out of the land of Egypt, 
we wot not what is become of him. And they made a calf in those days, and offered sacrifice 
unto the idol, and rejoiced in the works of their own hands.  Then God turned, and gave them 
up to worship the host of heaven; as it is written in the book of the prophets, O ye house of 
Israel, have ye offered to me slain beasts and sacrifices by the space of forty years in the 
wilderness? Yea, ye took up the tabernacle of Moloch, and the star of your god Remphan, 
figures which ye made to worship them: and I will carry you away beyond Babylon.  Our 
fathers had the tabernacle of witness in the wilderness, as he had appointed, speaking unto 
Moses, that he should make it according to the fashion that he had seen. Which also our fathers 
that came after brought in with Jesus into the possession of the Gentiles, whom God drave out 
before the face of our fathers, unto the days of David; Who found favour before God, and 
desired to find a tabernacle for the God of Jacob. But Solomon built him an house. Howbeit 
the most High dwelleth not in temples made with hands; as saith the prophet, Heaven is my 
throne, and earth is my footstool: what house will ye build me? saith the Lord: or what is the 
place of my rest? Hath not my hand made all these things? Ye stiffnecked and uncircumcised in 
heart and ears, ye do always resist the Holy Ghost: as your fathers did, so do ye. Which of the 
prophets have not your fathers persecuted? and they have slain them which shewed before of 
the coming of the Just One; of whom ye have been now the betrayers and murderers: Who have 
received the law by the disposition of angels, and have not kept it. When they heard these 
things, they were cut to the heart, and they gnashed on him with their teeth. But he, being full of 
the Holy Ghost, looked up stedfastly into heaven, and saw the glory of God, and Jesus standing 
on the right hand of God, And said, Behold, I see the heavens opened, and the Son of man 
standing on the right hand of God. Then they cried out with a loud   voice, and stopped their 
ears, and ran upon him with one accord, And cast him out of the city, and stoned him: and the 
witnesses laid down their clothes at a young man's feet, whose name was Saul. And they stoned 
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Stephen, calling upon God, and saying, Lord Jesus, receive my spirit. And he kneeled down, 
and cried with a loud voice, Lord, lay not this sin to their charge. And when he had said this, he 
fell asleep. Acts 7:1-60 

  
 
 

Paul 
 
 

And finding disciples, we tarried there seven days: who said to Paul through the Spirit, that he 
should not go up to Jerusalem. And when we had accomplished those days, we departed and 
went our way; and they all brought us on our way, with wives and children, till we were out of 
the city: and we kneeled down on the shore, and prayed. And when we had taken our leave one 
of another, we took ship; and they returned home again. And when we had finished our course 
from Tyre, we came to Ptolemais, and saluted the brethren, and abode with them one day. And 
the next day we that were of Paul's company departed, and came unto Caesarea: and we 
entered into the house of Philip the evangelist, which was one of the seven; and abode with him. 
And the same man had four daughters, virgins, which did prophesy. And as we tarried there 
many days, there came down from Judaea a certain prophet, named Agabus. And when he 
was come unto us, he took Paul's girdle, and bound his own hands and feet, and said, Thus 
saith the Holy Ghost, So shall the Jews at Jerusalem bind the man that owneth this girdle, 
and shall deliver him into the hands of the Gentiles. And when we heard these things, both we, 
and they of that place, besought him not to go up to Jerusalem. Then Paul answered, What 
mean ye to weep and to break mine heart? for I am ready not to be bound only, but also to die 
at Jerusalem for the name of the Lord Jesus. And when he would not be persuaded, we ceased, 
saying, The will of the Lord be done. And after those days we took up our carriages, and went 
up to Jerusalem. There went with us also certain of the disciples of Caesarea, and brought with 
them one Mnason of Cyprus, an old disciple, with whom we should lodge. And when we were 
come to Jerusalem, the brethren received us gladly. And the day following Paul went in with 
us unto James; and all the elders were present. And when he had saluted them, he declared 
particularly what things God had wrought among the Gentiles by his ministry. And when they 
heard it, they glorified the Lord, and said unto him, Thou seest, brother, how many thousands of 
Jews there are which believe; and they are all zealous of the law: And they are informed of 
thee, that thou teachest all the Jews which are among the Gentiles to forsake Moses, saying that 
they ought not to circumcise their children, neither to walk after the customs. What is it 
therefore? the multitude must needs come together: for they will hear that thou art come. Do 
therefore this that we say to thee: We have four men which have a vow on them; Them take, and 
purify thyself with them, and be at charges with them, that they may shave their heads: and all 
may know that those things, whereof they were informed concerning thee, are nothing; but that 
thou thyself also walkest orderly, and keepest the law. As touching the Gentiles which believe, 
we have written and concluded that they observe no such thing, save only that they keep 
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themselves from things offered to idols, and from blood, and from strangled, and from 
fornication. Then Paul took the men, and the next day purifying himself with them entered into 
the temple, to signify the accomplishment of the days of purification, until that an offering 
should be offered for every one of them. And when the seven days were almost ended, the Jews 
which were of Asia, when they saw him in the temple, stirred up all the people, and laid hands 
on him, Crying out, Men of Israel, help: This is the man, that teacheth all men every where 
against the people, and the law, and this place: and further brought Greeks also into the 
temple, and hath polluted this holy place. (For they had seen before with him in the city 
Trophimus an Ephesian, whom they supposed that Paul had brought into the temple.) And all 
the city was moved, and the people ran together: and they took Paul, and drew him out of the 
temple: and forthwith the doors were shut. And as they went about to kill him, tidings came 
unto the chief captain of the band, that all Jerusalem was in an uproar. Who immediately took 
soldiers and centurions, and ran down unto them: and when they saw the chief captain and the 
soldiers, they left beating of Paul. Then the chief captain came near, and took him, and 
commanded him to be bound with two chains; and demanded who he was, and what he had 
done. And some cried one thing, some another, among the multitude: and when he could not 
know the certainty for the tumult, he commanded him to be carried into the castle. And when he 
came upon the stairs, so it was, that he was borne of the soldiers for the violence of the people. 
For the multitude of the people followed after, crying, Away with him. And as Paul was to be 
led into the castle, he said unto the chief captain, May I speak unto thee? Who said, Canst thou 
speak Greek? Art not thou that Egyptian, which before these days madest an uproar, and 
leddest out into the wilderness four thousand men that were murderers? But Paul said, I am a 
man which am a Jew of Tarsus, a city in Cilicia, a citizen of no mean city: and, I beseech thee, 
suffer me to speak unto the people. And when he had given him licence, Paul stood on the 
stairs, and beckoned with the hand unto the people. And when there was made a great 
silence, he spake unto them in the Hebrew tongue, saying,  Acts 21:4-40 
 

PAUL ENTERS TEMPLE 
WHERE IS THIS? 
PAUL ACCUSED OF POLLUTING HOLY PLACE 
PAUL PREACHES THE GOSPEL 
AND GIVES TESTIMONY 
ON THE STAIRS- 
IN THE PLACE!  

 
Men, brethren, and fathers, hear ye my defence which I make now unto you. (And when they 
heard that he spake in the Hebrew tongue to them, they kept the more silence: and he saith,) I 
am verily a man which am a Jew, born in Tarsus, a city in Cilicia, yet brought up in this city at 
the feet of Gamaliel, and taught according to the perfect manner of the law of the fathers, and 
was zealous toward God, as ye all are this day. And I persecuted this way unto the death, 
binding and delivering into prisons both men and women. As also the high priest doth bear me 
witness, and all the estate of the elders: from whom also I received letters unto the brethren, 
and went to Damascus, to bring them which were there bound unto Jerusalem, for to be 
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punished. And it came to pass, that, as I made my journey, and was come nigh unto Damascus 
about noon, suddenly there shone from heaven a great light round about me. And I fell unto the 
ground, and heard a voice saying unto me, Saul, Saul, why persecutest thou me? And I 
answered, Who art thou, Lord? And he said unto me, I am Jesus of Nazareth, whom thou 
persecutest. And they that were with me saw indeed the light, and were afraid; but they heard 
not the voice of him that spake to me. And I said, What shall I do, Lord? And the Lord said unto 
me, Arise, and go into Damascus; and there it shall be told thee of all things which are 
appointed for thee to do. And when I could not see for the glory of that light, being led by the 
hand of them that were with me, I came into Damascus. And one Ananias, a devout man 
according to the law, having a good report of all the Jews which dwelt there, Came unto me, 
and stood, and said unto me, Brother Saul, receive thy sight. And the same hour I looked up 
upon him. And he said, The God of our fathers hath chosen thee, that thou shouldest know his 
will, and see that Just One, and shouldest hear the voice of his mouth. For thou shalt be his 
witness unto all men of what thou hast seen and heard. And now why tarriest thou? arise, and 
be baptized, and wash away thy sins, calling on the name of the Lord. And it came to pass, that, 
when I was come again to Jerusalem, even while I prayed in the temple, I was in a trance; 
And saw him saying unto me, Make haste, and get thee quickly out of Jerusalem: for they 
will not receive thy testimony concerning me. And I said, Lord, they know that I imprisoned 
and beat in every synagogue them that believed on thee: And when the blood of thy martyr 
Stephen was shed, I also was standing by, and consenting unto his death, and kept the 
raiment of them that slew him. And he said unto me, Depart: for I will send thee far hence 
unto the Gentiles. And they gave him audience unto this word, and then lifted up their voices, 
and said, Away with such a fellow from the earth: for it is not fit that he should live. And as they 
cried out, and cast off their clothes, and threw dust into the air, The chief captain commanded 
him to be brought into the castle, and bade that he should be examined by scourging; that he 
might know wherefore they cried so against him. And as they bound him with thongs, Paul said 
unto the centurion that stood by, Is it lawful for you to scourge a man that is a Roman, and 
uncondemned? When the centurion heard that, he went and told the chief captain, saying, Take 
heed what thou doest: for this man is a Roman. Then the chief captain came, and said unto him, 
Tell me, art thou a Roman? He said, Yea. And the chief captain answered, With a great sum 
obtained I this freedom. And Paul said, But I was free born. Then straightway they departed 
from him which should have examined him: and the chief captain also was afraid, after he knew 
that he was a Roman, and because he had bound him. On the morrow, because he would have 
known the certainty wherefore he was accused of the Jews, he loosed him from his bands, and 
commanded the chief priests and all their council to appear, and brought Paul down, and set 
him before them. Acts 22:1-30

And Paul, earnestly beholding the council, said, Men and brethren, I have lived in all good 
conscience before God until this day. And the high priest Ananias commanded them that stood 
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by him to smite him on the mouth. Then said Paul unto him, God shall smite thee, thou whited 
wall: for sittest thou to judge me after the law, and commandest me to be smitten contrary to the 
law? And they that stood by said, Revilest thou God's high priest? Then said Paul, I wist not, 
brethren, that he was the high priest: for it is written, Thou shalt not speak evil of the ruler of 
thy people. But when Paul perceived that the one part were Sadducees, and the other Pharisees, 
he cried out in the council, Men and brethren, I am a Pharisee, the son of a Pharisee: of the 
hope and resurrection of the dead I am called in question. And when he had so said, there arose 
a dissension between the Pharisees and the Sadducees: and the multitude was divided. For the 
Sadducees say that there is no resurrection, neither angel, nor spirit: but the Pharisees confess 
both. And there arose a great cry: and the scribes that were of the Pharisees' part arose, and 
strove, saying, We find no evil in this man: but if a spirit or an angel hath spoken to him, let us 
not fight against God. And when there arose a great dissension, the chief captain, fearing lest 
Paul should have been pulled in pieces of them, commanded the soldiers to go down, and to 
take him by force from among them, and to bring him into the castle. And the night following 
the Lord stood by him, and said, Be of good cheer, Paul: for as thou hast testified of me in 
Jerusalem, so must thou bear witness also at Rome. Acts 23:1-11 
   

 
 
 
 

“The Church” 
 
 
Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. For by it the elders 
obtained a good report. Through faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of 
God, so that things which are seen were not made of things which do appear. By faith Abel offered 
unto God a more excellent sacrifice than Cain, by which he obtained witness that he was righteous, 
God testifying of his gifts: and by it he being dead yet speaketh. By faith Enoch was translated that he 
should not see death; and was not found, because God had translated him: for before his translation 
he had this testimony, that he pleased God. But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he 
that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek 
him. By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark 
to the saving of his house; by the which he condemned the world, and became heir of the 
righteousness which is by faith. By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he 
should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went. By 
faith he sojourned in the land of promise, as in a strange country, dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac 
and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise: For he looked for a city which hath foundations, 
whose builder and maker is God. Through faith also Sara herself received strength to conceive seed, 
and was delivered of a child when she was past age, because she judged him faithful who had 
promised. Therefore sprang there even of one, and him as good as dead, so many as the stars of the 
sky in multitude, and as the sand which is by the sea shore innumerable. These all died in faith, not 
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having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and 
embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth. For they that say 
such things declare plainly that they seek a country. And truly, if they had been mindful of that 
country from whence they came out, they might have had opportunity to have returned. But now 
they desire a better country, that is, an heavenly: wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their 
God: for he hath prepared for them a city. By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac: 
and he that had received the promises offered up his only begotten son, Of whom it was said, That in 
Isaac shall thy seed be called: Accounting that God was able to raise him up, even from the dead; 
from whence also he received him in a figure. By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau concerning 
things to come. By faith Jacob, when he was a dying, blessed both the sons of Joseph; and 
worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff. By faith Joseph, when he died, made mention of the 
departing of the children of Israel; and gave commandment concerning his bones. By faith Moses, 
when he was born, was hid three months of his parents, because they saw he was a proper child; and 
they were not afraid of the king's commandment. By faith Moses, when he was come to years, refused 
to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter; Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of 
God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season; Esteeming the reproach of Christ greater riches 
than the treasures in Egypt: for he had respect unto the recompence of the reward. By faith he forsook 
Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible. Through faith 
he kept the passover, and the sprinkling of blood, lest he that destroyed the firstborn should touch 
them. By faith they passed through the Red sea as by dry land: which the Egyptians assaying to do 
were drowned. By faith the walls of Jericho fell down, after they were compassed about seven days. 
By faith the harlot Rahab perished not with them that believed not, when she had received the spies 
with peace.  And what shall I more say? for the time would fail me to tell of Gedeon, and of Barak, 
and of Samson, and of Jephthae; of David also, and Samuel, and of the prophets: Who through faith 
subdued kingdoms, wrought righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions, Quenched 
the violence of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out of weakness were made strong, waxed valiant 
in fight, turned to flight the armies of the aliens.  Women received their dead raised to life again: and 
others were tortured, not accepting deliverance; that they might obtain a better resurrection: And 
others had trial of cruel mockings and scourgings, yea, moreover of bonds and imprisonment: They 
were stoned, they were sawn asunder, were tempted, were slain with the sword: they wandered about 
in sheepskins and goatskins; being destitute, afflicted, tormented;  (Of whom the world was not 
worthy:) they wandered in deserts, and in mountains, and in dens and caves of the earth. And these 
all, having obtained a good report through faith, received not the promise:  God having provided 
some better thing for us, that they without us should not be made perfect.    Heb 11:1-40 

 
 
For ye are not come unto the mount that might be touched, and that burned with fire, nor unto 
blackness, and darkness, and tempest, And the sound of a trumpet, and the voice of words; 
which voice they that heard intreated that the word should not be spoken to them any more: 
 (For they could not endure that which was commanded, And if so much as a beast touch the 
mountain, it shall be stoned, or thrust through with a dart: And so terrible was the sight, that 
Moses said, I exceedingly fear and quake:) But ye are come unto mount Sion, and unto the 
city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to an innumerable company of angels, To 
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the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which are written in heaven, and to God the 
Judge of all, and to the spirits of just men made perfect, And to Jesus the mediator of the new 
covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling, that speaketh better things than that of Abel. See that 
ye refuse not him that speaketh. For if they escaped not who refused him that spake on earth, 
much more shall not we escape, if we turn away from him that speaketh from heaven: Whose 
voice then shook the earth: but now he hath promised, saying, Yet once more I shake not the 
earth only, but also heaven. And this word, Yet once more, signifieth the removing of those 
things that are shaken, as of things that are made, that those things which cannot be shaken 
may remain. Wherefore we receiving a kingdom which cannot be moved, let us have grace, 
whereby we may serve God acceptably with reverence and godly fear: For our God is a 
consuming fire. Hebrews 12:18-29
